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including the international search report)
will be republished or the international
search report (when it becomes available)
will be separately published.

(h) Xf, at the time when publication is due,
the time limit for amending the claims under
Article 19 has not expired, the pamphlet
shall refer to that fact and indicate that,
should the claims be amended under Article
19, then, promptly after such amendments,
either the pamphlet (containing the claims
as amended) will be republished or a state-
ment reflecting all the amendments will be
published. In the latter case, at least the
front page and the claims shall be repub-
lished and, if a statement under Article
19(1) has been filed, that statement shall be
published as well, unless the International
Bureau finds that the statement does not
comply with the provisions of Rule 46.4.

(1) The Administrative Instructions shall
determine the cases in which the wvarious
alternatives referred to in paragraphs (g)
and (h) shall apply. Such determination
shall depend on the volume and complexity
of the amendments and/or the volume of the
international application and the cost fac-
tors.

48.3 Language

(a) If the international application is
filed in English, French, German, Japanese,
or Russian, that application shall be pub-
lished in the language in which it was filed.

(b) If the international application is
filed in a language other than English,
French, German, Japanese, or Russian, that
application shall be published in English
translation. The translation shall be pre-
pared under the responsibility of the Inter-
national Searching Authority, which shall
be obliged to have it ready in time to per-
mit the communication under Article 20 by
the prescribed date, or, if the international
publication is due at an earlier date than
the said communication, to permit intexr-
aational publication by the prescribed date.
Notwithstanding Rule 16.1 (a), the Inter-
national Searching Authority may charge a
