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48.5 Notification of National Publication

Where the publication of the internatio-
nal application by the International Bureau
is governed by Article 64(3) (c) (ii), the na-
tional Office concerned shall, promptly
after effecting the national publication re-
ferred to in the said provision, notify the
International Bureau of the fact of such
national publication.

48.6 Announcing of Certain Facts

(a) If any notification under Rule 29.1
(a) (ii) reaches the International Bureau at
a time later than that at which it was able
to prevent the international publication of
the international application, the Inter-
national Bureau shall promptly publish a
notice in the Gazette reproducing the es-
sence of such notification.

(b) The essence of any notification under
Rule 29.2 or 51.4 shall be published in the
Gazette and, if the notification reaches the
International Bureau before preparations
for the publication of the pamphlet have
been completed, also in the pamphlet.

(c) If the international application is
withdrawn after its international publica-
tion, this fact shall be published in the Ga-
#ette.

Rule 49

Languages of Translations and Amounts
of Fees under Article 22(1) and (2)

49.1 Notification

(a) Any Contracting State requiring the
furnishing of a translation or the payment
of a national fee, or both, under Article 22,
shall notify the International Bureau of:

‘(i) the languéges from which and the
language into which it requires translation,

(ii) the amount of the national fee.

(b) Any notification received by the Inter-
national Bureau under paragraph (a) shall
be promptly published by the International
Bureau in the Gazette.

(c) If the requirements under paragraph
(a) change later, such changes shall be noti-
fied by the Contracting State to the Inter-
