(iii) that Office or organization must have
a staff which is capable of examining in the
required technical fields and which has the
langunage facilities to understand at least
those languages in which the minimum
documentation referred to in Rule 34 is
written or is translated.

Rule 64

Prior At for International Preliminary
Bxamination

64.1 Prior Art

(2) For the purposes of Article 33(2) and
(8), everything made available to the public
anywhere in the world by means of written
disclosure (including drawings and other
illustrations) shall be considered prior art
provided that such making available oc-
curred prior to the relevant date.

(b) For the purposes of paragraph (a),
the relevant date will be:

(i) subject to item (ii), the international
filing date of the international applica-
tion under international prehmlnary exam-
ination;

(ii) where the international application
under international preliminary examina-
tion validly claims the priority of an earlier
application, the filing date of such earlier
application.
