REGULATIONS FOR
DETERMINING GROSS AND NET
TORNNAGES OF SHIiPS

Regulation 1

General

(1) The tonnage of a ship shall consist of |
gross tonnage and net tonnage.

(2) The gross tonnage and the net tonnage
shall be determined in accordance with the
provisions of these Regulations.

(3) The gross tonnage and the net tonnage
of novel types of craft whose constructional
features are such as to render the applicat-
ion of the provisions of these Regulations un-
reasonable or impracticable shall be as de-
termined by the Administration. Where the
tonnage is so determined, the Administrat-
ion shall communicate to the Organization
details of the method used for that purpose,
for circulation to the Contracting Govern-
ment for their information.

Regulation 2
Definitions of Terms used tn the Annexes

" (1) Upper Deck

The upper deck is the uppermost com-
plete deck exposed to weather and sea,
which has permanent means of weathertight
closing of all openings in the weather part
thereof, and below which all openings in the
sides of the ship are fitted with permanent
means of watertight closing. In a ship having
a stepped upper deck, the lowest line of the
exposed deck and the continuation of that
line parallel to the upper part of the deck is
taken as the upper deck.

(2) Moulded Depth

(2) The moulded depth is the vertical
distance measured from the top of the keel
to the underside of the upper deck at side. In

Reglement 1

Almindelige bestemmelser

(1) Et skibs tonnage skal besta af brutto-
tonnage og nettotonnage.

Definition of udiryk, der benyttes © tilleggene
(1) Dverste deek

faste midler til vejrteet lukning af alle &b-
ninger i de udsatte dele af deekket, og hvor-
under alle 4bninger i skibssiden er forsynet
med faste vandtette lukkemidler. I skibe,
hvis overste deek har trin, anses den laveste
linie i det udsatte deek og denne linies flugt
parallelt med den gverste del af dekket som
det overste deek.

2) Dybde
a) Dybden er den lodrette afstand malt

fra kelens overkant til undersiden af everste
dwek i borde. ‘
