(CHAPTER 1

Filing and requirements of the
European patent application

Article 75
Filing of the European patent application

(1) A European patent application may
be filed:

(a) at the European Patent Office at Munich
or its branch at The Hague, or

(b) if the law of a Contracting State so per-
mits, at the central industrial property
office or other competent authority of
that State. An application filed in this
way shall have the same effect as if it
had been filed on the same date at the
European Patent Office.

(2) The provisions of paragraph 1 shall
not preclude the application of legislative or
regulatory provisions which, in any Con-
tracting State:

(a) govern inventions which, owing to the
nature of their subject-matter may not be
communicated abroad without the prior
authorisation of the competent author-
ities of that State, or

(b) prescribe that each application is to be
filed initially with a national authority
or make direct filing with another author-
ity subject to prior authorisation.

(3) No Contracting State may provide for
or allow the filing of Europesn divisional
applicatians with an authority referred to
in paragraph 1 (b).

Indlevering af den europaiske
patentansogning

1) En europaisk patentansogning kan
indleveres til:

a) Den europewiske Patentmyndighed i Miin-
chen eller myndighedens afdeling i Haag
eller

b) en kontraherende stats centrale myndig-
hed for industriel ejendomsret eller andre
kompetente myndigheder. safremt den
pagzldende stats lovgivning tillader det.
En pd denne méde indleveret ansogning
har samme virkning. som om den pa
samme dag var indleveret til Den euro-
pwiske Patentmyndighed.

2) Bestemmelserne i stk. 1 udelukker ikke
anvendelsen af love eller administrative for-
skrifter, som i en kontraherende stat

a) gelder for opfindelser, som pa grund af
deres karakter ikke uden forudgiende
tilladelse fra den pagzldende stats kom-
petente myndigheder mé videregives til
udlandet, eller

b) fastsztter, at enhver patentansegning
forst skal indleveres til en national myn-
dighed, eller gor den direkte indlevering
