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CHAPTER II1
Representation

Article 133
General principles of representation

(1) Bubject to the provisions of paragraph
2, no person shall be compelled to be repre-
sented by a professional representative in
proceedings established by this Convention.

(2) Natural or legal persons not having
either a residence or their principal place of
- business within' the territory of one of the
Contracting States must be represented by
a professional representative and act through
him in all proceedings established by this
Convention, other than in filing the Euro-
pean patent application; the Implementing
Regulations may permit other exceptions.

(3) Natural or legal persons having their
residence or principal place of business
within the territory of one of the Contracting
States may be represented in proceedings
established by this Convention by an em-
ployee, who need not be a professional rep-
resentative but who must be authorised in
accordance with the Implementing Regula-
tions. The Implementing Regulations may
provide whether and under what conditions
an employee of such a legal person may
also represent other legal persons which have
their principal place of business within the
territory of one of the Contracting States
and which have economic connections with
the first legal person. '

(4) The Implementing Regulations may
prescribe special provisions concerning the
common. representation of parties acting in
common,

Article 134
Professional representatives

(1) Professional representation of natural
or legal persons in proceedings established
by this Convention may only be undertaken
by professional representatives whose names
appear on a list maintained for this purpose
by the European Patent Office.

KAPITEL III
Repreasentation

Artikel 133
Almindelige principper for reprasentation

1) Med forbehold af bestemmelserne i stk. -
2 er ingen forpligtet til i sager, der behand-
les i henhold til denne konvention, at-lade
sig repraesentere ved en anerkendt fuldmeeg-
tig.

2) Fysiske eller juridiske personer, der
hverken har bopzl eller s@de i en af de kon-
traherende stater, skal i enhver sag, der be-
handles i henhold til denne konvention, veere
repraesenteret ved en anerkendt fuldmeegtig
og foretage alle handlinger med undtagelse
af indleveringen af den europeiske patent-
ansegning gennem ham; i gennemforelses-
forskrifterne kan yderligere undtagelser fast-
swettes.

3) Fysiske eller juridiske personer, der har
deres bopel eller s@de i en kontraherende
stat, kan i enhver sag, der behandles i hen-
hold til denne konvention, handle gennem
en af deres ansatte, som ikke behover at
vere en anerkendt fuldmegtig, men som
skal veere i besiddelse af en fuldmagt i over-
ensstemmelse med gennemforelsesforskrif-
terne. I gennemfarelsesforskrifterne kan det
fastsmettes, om og pa hvilke betingelser en
hos en sddan juridisk person ansat ogsd
kan handle for andre juridiske personer, der
har seede i en af de kontraherende stater og
har gkonomisk tilknytning til ferstnevnte
juridiske person.

4) Der kan i gennemferelsesforskrifterne
fastseettes seerlige bestemmelser om falles
repraesentation for flere parter, der optraeder
i forening.

Artikel 134
Anerkendte fuldmegtige

1) Reprasentationen af fysiske eller juri-
diske personer i sager, der behandles i hen-
hold til denne konvention, kan kun vare-
tages af anerkendte fuldmeegtige, som er
opfert pd en af Den europwxiske Patent-
myndighed fert liste.
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
