The -capacity of .an international organiz-
ation to conclude treaties is governed by the
rules of that organization.

'Axfic_le 7
Full powers

1. A person is considered as representmg a
State for the purpose of adopting or authenti-
cating the text of a treaty or for the purpose of
expressing the consent of the State to be bound
by a treaty if: ‘ '

- '(a) 'that person produces approprlate full
powers; or

(b) it appears from practlce or from other
circumstances that it was the intention of the
States and international organizations con-
cerned to consider that person as representing
the State for such purposes w1thout havmg to
produce full powers. :

2. In virtue of their functions and without
having to produce full. powers, the following
are considered as representing their State:

(a)Heads of State, Heads of Government
and Ministers for Forelgn Affairs, for the pur-
pose of performing all acts relating to the con-
clusion: of a treaty between one or more States
and one or more international organizations;

" (b) representatives accredited by States to an
international conference, for the purpose of
adopting the text of a treaty between States
and international organlzatlons,

(c) representatives accredited by States to an
international organization or one of its organs,
for the purpose of adopting the text of a treaty
in that organization or organ;

(d) heads of permanent missions to an inter-
national organization, for the purpose of
adopting the text of a treaty between the accre-
diting States and that organization.

3. A person is considered as representing an
international organization for the purpose of

adopting or authenticating the text of a treaty,

Artikel 7
' Fuldmagt

2. T kraft af deres stilling og uden at behove
at fremlegge fuldmagt betragtes ffalgcnde som
representerende deres’ stat:

(a) statsoverhoveder, regermgschefer og
udenrigsministre med henblik pé at udfere alle
akter i forbindelse med indgaelse af en traktat
mellem en eller flere stater og en eller. flere in-
ternationale organisationer;

(b) representanter akkrediteret af stater til
en international konference med henblik pa at
vedtage teksten til en traktat mellem stater og
internationale organisationer;

(c) reprasentanter akkrediteret af stater til
en international organisation eller et af dens
organer med henblik pa at vedtage en traktat-
tekst i organisationen eller i organet;

(d) chefer for faste missioner til en interna-
tional organisation med henblik pa at vedtage
teksten til en traktat mellem de akkrediterende
stater og denne organisation.
