Emergence of a new peremptory norm of general
international law (jus cogens)

If a new peremptory norm of general inter-
national law -emerges, any existing treaty
which is in conflict with that norm becomes
void and terminates.

Procedure

Article 65

Procedure to be followed with respect to
invalidity, termination, withdrawal from or
suspension of the operation of a treaty

1. A party which, under the provisions of the
present Convention, invokes either a defect in
its consent to be bound by a treaty or a ground
for impeaching the validity of a treaty, termi-
nating it, withdrawing from it or suspending its
operation, must notify the other parties of its
claim. The notification shall indicate the
measure proposed to be taken with respect to
the treaty and the reasons therefore

2. If, after the expiry of a period which, ex-
cept in cases of special urgency, shall not be
less than three months after the receipt of the
notification, no party has raised any objection,
the party making the notification may carry
out in the manner provided in article 67 the
measure which it has proposed

3. If, however, objection has been raised by
any other party, the parties shall seek a solu-
tion through the means indicated in Article 33
of the Charter of the United Nations.

4. The notification or objection made by an
international organization shall be governed
by the rules of that organization.

Artikel 65

Fremgangsmade, som skal folges med hensyn til “
ugyldighed, ophor, tilbagetreeden fra eller
suspension af en traktat

1. En deltager, som i henhold til denne kon-
ventions bestemmelser enten paberaber sig en
mangel ved sit samtykke til at vere bundet af
en traktat eller en grund til at anfegte en trak-
tats gyldighed, bringe den til opher, treede til-
bage fra den eller suspendere den, skal give de
ovrige deltagere meddelelse om sit forlangen-
de. Meddelelsen skal angive, hvilken forholds-
regel der agtes taget vedrorende traktaten og
grundene herfor..

‘2. Hvis der efter udlebet af et tidsrum, som,
bortset fra saerlig hastende tilfeelde, skal vaere
pa ikke mindre end tre méneder efter modta-
gelsen af meddelelsen, ikke er rejst indsigelse
fra nogen deltager, kan den deltager, som har
fremsat meddelelsen, iveerksatte den foresla-
ede forholdsregel padeni artlkel 67 foreskrev-
ne mide.

3. Hvis indsigelse imidlertid er rejst af en an-
den deltager, skal deltagerne soge en losning
ved hjzlp af de i De Forenede Nationers pagt,
artikel 33, anviste midler.
