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(a) releases the parties from any obligation
further to perform the treaty;

(b) does not affect any right, obligation or
legal situation of the parties created through
the execution of the treaty prior to its termina-
tion.

2. If a State or an international organization
denounces or withdraws from a multilateral
treaty, paragraph 1 applies in the relations be-
tween that State or that organization and each
of the other parties to the treaty from the date
when such denunciation or withdrawal takes
effect.

Article 71

Consequences of the invalidity of a treaty which
conflicts with a peremptory norm of general
international law

1. In the case of a treaty which is void under
article 53 the parties shall:

(a) eliminate as far as possible the conse-
quences of any act performed in reliance on
any ‘provision which conflicts with the per-
emptory norm of general international law;
and

(b) bring their mutual relations into confor-
mity with the peremptory norm of general in-
ternational law.

2. In the case of a treaty which becomes void
and terminates under article 64, the termina-
tion of the treaty:

(a) releases the parties from any obligation
further to perform the treaty;

(b) does not affect any right, obligation or
legal situation of the parties created through
the execution of the treaty prior to its termina-
tion; provided that those rights, obligations or
situations may thereafter be maintained only
to the extent that their maintenance is not in
itself in conflict with the new peremptory norm
of general international law.

Article 72

Consequences of the suspension of the operation
of a treaty

1. Unless the treaty otherwise provides or
the parties otherwise agree, the suspension of
the operation of a treaty under its provisions
or in accordance with the present Convention:

(a) fritage deltagerne fra enhver videre for-
pligtelse til at opfylde traktaten;

(b) ikke anfagte nogen rettighed, forpligtel-
se eller retlig situation opstéet for deltagerne
gennem opfyldelse af traktaten inden dens op-
heor.

2. Hvis en stat eller en international organi-
sation opsiger eller treeder tilbage fra en mul-
tilateral traktat, kommer stk. 1 til anvendelse i
forholdet mellem denne stat eller denne orga-
nisation og enhver af de avrige deltagere i trak-
taten fra den dato, pd hvilken en saddan opsi-
gelse eller tilbagetreeden far virkning.

Artikel 71

Folgerne af ugyldigheden af en traktat, som er i
modstrid med en tvingende norm i almindelig
mellemfolkelig ret

1. I tilfeelde, hvor en traktat er ugyldig i hen-
hold til artikel 53, skal deltagerne:

(a) s& vidt muligt eliminere folgerne af en-
hver handling, som er udfert i tillid til en be-
stemmelse, der er i modstrid med den tvingen-
de norm i almindelig mellemfolkelig ret, og

(b) bringe deres indbyrdes forhold i overens-
stemmelse med den tvingende norm i alminde-
lig mellemfolkelig ret.

2. I tilfelde, hvor en traktat bliver ugyldlg og
opherer i henhold til artikel 64, skal traktatens
ophor:

(a) fritage deltagerne for enhver vedblivende
forpligtelse til at opfylde traktaten;

(b) ikke anfaegte nogen rettighed, forpligtel-
se eller retlig situation opstaet for deltagerne
gennem opfyldelsen af traktaten inden dens
opher, dog under den forudsetning, at sidan-
ne rettigheder, forpligtelser eller situationer
herefter kun kan opretholdes i en sddan ud-
straekning, at deres opretholdelse ikke i sig selv
er i strid med den nye tvingende norm i almin-
delig mellemfolkelig ret.

_ Artikel 72

Folgerne af en suspension af en traktat

1. Medmindre traktaten bestemmer andet el-
ler deltagerne har aftalt andet, skal suspension
af en traktat i henhold til dens bestemmelser
eller i overensstemmelse med denne konven-
tion:
