Artikel 27
Offentliggorelse af voldgifiskendelser

Kapitel V — Afsluttende bestemmelser
Artikel 28

Undertegnelse, ratifikation, accept godkendelse
og tiltreedelse

1 Denne konvention er &ben for undertegnel-
se i organisationens hovedsade fra den 1.
juli 1989 til 30. juni 1990 og skal derefter st
4ben for tiltreedelse. '

2 Stater kan udtrykke deres samtykke til at
vaere forpligtet af denne konvention ved:

a) undertegnelse uden forbehold af ratifika-
tion, accept eller godkendelse eller

b) undertegnelse under forbehold af ratifi-
kation, accept eller godkendelse efter-
fulgt af ratifikation, accept eller godken-
delse eller

¢) tiltraedelse.

3 Ratifikation, accept, godkendelse eller til-
treedelse skal ske ved deponering af et doku-
ment herom hos generalsekretaren.

Artikel 29
Ikrafttreeden

1 Denne konvention treeder i kraft et ar ‘efter
den dato, hvor 15 stater har udtrykt deres

- samtykke til at vere forpligtet af konventio-
nen. '

2 For en stat, som udtrykker sit samtykke til at -

veere forpligtet af denne konvention efter, at
betingelserne for konventionens ikrafttrae-
den er opfyldt, far et sddant samtykke virk-
ning et ar efter den dag, hvor et sddant sam-
tykke blev udtrykt.

Artikel 30
Forbehold

1 Enhver stat kan ved undertegnelsen, ratifi-

kationen, accepten, godkendelsen eller til- -

tredelsen forbeholde sig ret til ikke at an-

vende bestemmelserne i denne konvention:

a) nar bjergningen finder sted i indenland-
ske farvande, og alle de involverede far-
tejer eriindenlandssejlads

Atrticle 27

Publication of arbitral awards

States Parties shall encourage, as far as
possible and with the consent of the parties,
the publication of arbitral awards made in sal-
vage cases. ’

Chapter V — Final clauses
Article 28

Signature, ratification, acceptance, approval
and accession

1 This Convention shall be open for signature
at the Headquarters of the Organization
from 1 July 1989 to 30 June 1990 and shall
thereafter remain open for accession.

2 States may . express their consent to be
bound by this Convention by:

" (a) signature without reservation as to ratifi-
cation, acceptance or approval; or
(b)signature subject to ratification, accept-
ance or approval, followed by ratifica-
tion, acceptance or approval; or

(c) accession.

3 Ratification, acceptance, approval or acces-
sion shall be effected by the deposit of an
-instrument to that effect with the Secretary-
General.

Article 29
Entry into force

1 This convention shall enter into force one
_year after the date on which 15 States have
expressed their consent to be bound by it.

2 For a State which expresses its consent to be
bound by this Convention after the condi-
tions for entry into force thereof have been
met, such consent shall take effect one year
after the date of expression of such consent.

Article 30

Reservations

1 Any State may, at the time of signature, rati-
fication, acceptance, approval or accession,
reserve the right not to apply the provisions
of this convention:

(a) when the salvage operatlon takes place
in inland waters and all vessels involved
are of inland navigation;
