Recognizing the prohibition, embodied in the
pertinent agreements and relevant principles
of international law, of the use of herbicides as
a method of warfare,. :

Considering that achievements in the field of

chemistry should be used exclusively for the
benefit of mankind,

Desiring to promote free trade in chemicals as
well as international cooperation and ex-
change of scientific and technical information
in the field of chemical activities for purposes
not prohibited under this Convention in order
to enhance the economic and technological
development of all States Parties,

 Convinced that the complete and effective pro-
. hibition of the development, production, ac-
" quisition, stockpiling, retention, transfer and
use of chemical weapons, and their destruc-
tion, represent a necessary step towards the
achievement of these common objectives,

Have ‘agreed as follows:

'ARTICLE T
General obligations

1. Each State Party’ to this Convention
undertakes never under any circumstan-
ces: . - -

¢ (a)To develop, produce, otherwise ac-
quire, stockpile or retain chemical wea-
pons, or transfer, directly or indirectly,
chemical weapons to anyone;
(b) To use chemical weapons;
(c) To engage in any military preparations
to use chemical weapons;
(d)To assist, encourage or induce, in any

way, anyone to engage in any activity -

prohibited to a State Party under this
Convention.

2. Each State Party undertakes to destroy
chemical weapons it owns or. possesses, Or.
that are located in any place under its
jurisdiction or control, in accordance with
