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perts to provide recommendations on spe-
cific issues. In regard to the above, States
Parties may submit lists of experts to the
Director-General.

In the performance of their duties, the Di-
rector-General, the inspectors and the
other members of the staff shall not seek or
receive instructions from any Government
or from any other source external to the
Organization. They shall refrain from any
action that might reflect on their positions
as international officers responsible only
to the Conference and the Executive
Council. '

Each State Party shall respect the exclu-
sively international character of the re-
sponsibilities of the Director-General, the
inspectors and the other members of the

-staff and not seek to influence them in the

discharge of their responsibilities.

E. Privileges and immunities

The Organization shall enjoy on the terri-
tory and in any other place under the juris-
diction or control of a State Party such
legal capacity and such privileges and im-
munities as are necessary for the exercise
of its functions. ,

Delegates of States Parties, together with
their alternates and advisers, representa-
tives appointed to the Executive Council
together with their alternates and advisers,
the Director-General and the staff of the
Organization shall enjoy such privileges
and immunities as are necessary in the in-
dependent exercise of their functions in
connection with the Organization.

The legal capacity, privileges, and im-
munities referred to in this Article shall be
defined in agreements between the Organ-
ization and the States Parties as well as in
an agreement between the Organization
and the State in which the headquarters of
the Organization is seated. These agree-
ments shall be considered and approved
by the Conference pursuant to paragraph
21 (i).

_ E. Privilegier og immuniteter

Organisationen skal pd en deltagende stats
territorium og andre steder under dennes
jurisdiktion eller kontrol nyde en siddan
retlig status samt de privilegier og immuni-
teter, som er nedvendige for udferelsen af
dens opgaver. '

De deltagende staters delegater samt dis-
ses stedfortredere og radgivere, reprasen-
tanter udpeget til Eksekutivradet samt dis-
ses stedfortreedere og radgivere, General-
direkteren og Organisationens personale
skal nyde de privilegier og immuniteter,
som er nodvendige for den uafthangige ud-
forelse af deres opgaver i forbindelse med
Organisationen.

Den retlige status samt de privilegier og
immuniteter, som er omtalt i denne artikel,
skal defineres i aftaler mellem Organisa-
tionen og de deltagende stater samt i en
aftale mellem Organisationen og den stat,
hvor Organisationens hovedkvarter er be-
liggende. Disse aftaler skal behandles og
godkendes af Konferencen i henhold til
stk. 21 i). ' ‘
