ARTICLE XIV
'Settlemeht of disputes

1. Disputes that may arise concerning the ap-

plication or the interpretation of this Con-
vention shall be settled in accordance with
the relevant provisions of this Convention
and in conformity with the provisions of
the Charter of the United Nations.

2. When a dispute arises between two or
more States Parties, or between one or
more States Parties and the Organization,
relating to the interpretation or applica-
tion of this Convention, the paities con-
cerned shall consult together with a view
to the expeditious settlement of the dis-
pute by negotiation or by other peaceful
means of the parties’ choice, including re-
course to appropriate organs of this Con-
vention and, by mutual consent, referral to
the International Court of Justice in con-
formity with the Statute of the Court. The
States Parties involved shall keep the Ex-
ecutive Council informed of actions being
taken. ‘ :

3. The Executive Council may contribute to
the settlement of a dispute by whatever
means it deems appropriate, including of-
fering its good offices, calling upon the
States Parties to a dispute to start the set-
tlement process of their choice and recom-
mending a time-limit for any agreed proce-
dure.

4. The Conference shall consider questions
related to disputes raised by States Parties
or brought to its attention by the Executive
Council. The Conference shall, as it finds

putes in conformity with Article VIII,

ARTIKEL X1V
Bileeggelse af tvister

1. Tvister, som madtte opstd med hensyn til
anvendelsen eller fortolkningen af denne
konvention, skal afgeres i overensstem-
melse med de relevante bestemmelser i
konventionen og i overensstemmelse med
bestemmelserne i De Forenede Nationers
Pagt. o

2. Ndr en tvist opstdr mellem to eller flere
deltagende stater eller mellem en eller fle-
re deltagende stater og Organisationen
vedrorende fortolkningen eller anvendel-
sen af denne konvention, skal de berorte
parter konferere med henblik pa en snarlig

- lesning af tvisten gennem forhandling eller
ved hjelp af andre fredelige midler efter
parternes valg, herunder henvendelse til -
denne konventions rette organer og efter
felles overenskomst til Den Internationale
Domstol i overensstemmelse med domsto-
lens statutter. De berorte deltagende stater
skal holde Eksekutivradet underrettet om
de foranstaltninger, der treffes.

3. Eksekutivradet kan bidrage til lesning af
en tvist med alle de midler, som det anser
for passende, herunder tilbyde sig som
magler og opfordre de i tvisten implicere-
de parter til at indlede en forligsprocedure
efter deres eget valg samt anbefale en tids-
frist for den valgte procedure.

4. Konferencen skal behandle sporgsmal
vedrorende tvister rejst af de deltagende
stater, eller som Eksekutivridet har. hen-
ledt dens opmearksomhed pa. Konferen-
cen skal, nar den finder det nedvendigt, i
overensstemmelse med artikel VIII, stk. 21
f), oprette organer, der har til opgave at bi-
drage til lesning af disse tvister, eller over-
drage denne opgave til allerede eksisteren-
de organer.
