other Articles of this Convention, includ-
ing obligations regarding systematic on-
site verification. It takes into account in-
terests of States Parties for undiminished
security during the destruction period;
confidence- building in the early part of
the destruction stage; gradual acquisition
of experience in the course of destroying
chemical weapons production facilities;

and applicability irrespective of the actual

characteristics of the facilities and the
methods chosen for their destruction. The
order of destruction is based on the prin-
ciple of levelling out.

A State Party shall, for each destruction
period, determine which chemical wea-
pons production facilities are to be de-
stroyed and carry out the destruction in
such a way that not more than what is spe-
cified in paragraphs 30 and 31 remains at
the end of each destruction period. A State
Party is not precluded from destroying its
facilities at a faster pace.- ‘

The following provisioﬁs shall apply to

- chemical weapons production facilities

that produce Schedule 1 chemicals:

(a) A State Party shall start the destruction
of such facilities not later than one year
after this Convention enters into force
for it, and shall complete it not later
than 10 years after entry into force of
this Convention. For a State which is a
Party at the entry into force of this Con-
vention, this overall period shall be
divided into three separate destruction
periods, namely, years 2-5, years 6-8,
and years 9-10. For States which

become a Party after entry into force of

this Convention, the destruction peri-
ods shall be adapted, taking into ac-
count paragraphs 28 and 29;

(b) Production capacity shall be used as
the comparison factor for such fa-
cilities. It shall be expressed in agent
tonnes, taking into account the rules
specified for binary chemical weapons;

-slutte den senest 10 &r efter denne kon-
ventions ikrafttreeden. For en stat, som
“er deltager ved denne konventions
ikrafttreden, skal denne samlede perio-
de opdeles i tre separate tilintetgorel-

sesperioder, nemlig fra det 2. til det 5.

ar, fra det 6. til det 8. &r og fra det 9. til

det 10. ar. For stater, som bliver delta-
gere efter denne konventions ikrafttre-
den, skal tilintetgerelsesperioderne til-
passes under hensyntagen til stk. 28 og

29.

Produktionskapaciteten skal anvendes

som sammenligningsgrundlag for sa-

danne anleg. Den skal udtrykkes i tons
stof under hensyntagen til reglerne an-
fort for bineere kemiske vaben.
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
