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entry. If no agreement is reached, the in-
spected State Party shall transport the in-
spection team to a location at the alterna-
tive perimeter. If the inspected State Party
deems it necessary, such transportation
may begin up to 12 hours before the expiry
of the time period specified in paragraph
16 for proposing an alternative perimeter.
Transportation shall, in any case, be com-
pleted not later than 36 hours after the arri-
val of the inspection team at the point of
entry.

20. Once at the location, the inspected State

Party shall provide the inspection team
with prompt access to the alternative per-
imeter to facilitate negotiations and agree-
ment on the final perimeter and access
within the final perimeter.

If no agreement is reached within 72 hours
after the arrival of the inspection team at
the location, the alternative perimeter shall
be designated the final perimeter.

Verification of location
22. To help establish that the inspection site to

which the inspection team has been trans-
ported corresponds to the inspection site
specified by the requesting State Party, the
inspection team shall have the right to use
approved location-finding equipment and
have such equipment installed according to
its directions. The inspection team may ver-
ify its location by reference to local land-
marks identified from maps. The inspected
State Party shall assist the inspection team
in this task.

Securing the site, exit monitoring .

23.

Not later than 12 hours after the arrival of
the inspection team at the point of entry,
the inspected State Party shall begin col-
lecting factual information of all vehicular
exit activity from all exit points for all land,
air, and water vehicles of the requested per-
imeter. It shall provide this information to
the inspection team upon its arrival at the
alternative or final perimeter, whichever
occurs first.

Hvis der ikke opnds enighed, skal
den inspicerede deltagende stat transporte-
re inspektionsholdet til et sted pé den alter-
native ydergraense. Sifremt den inspicere-
de deltagende stat anser det for nedven-
digt, kan sidan transport pabegyndes op til
12 timer for udlebet af den tidsfrist, der er
fastsat i stk. 16 til at foresld en alternativ
ydergreense. Transporten skal under alle
omstandigheder vere tilendebragt senest
36 timer efter inspektionsholdets ankomst
til indrejsestedet.

Inspektionsholdet
kan kontrollere dets beliggenhed ved hjzlp
af lokale landemarker identificeret pé
grundlag af kort.

Senest 12 timer efter mspektlonsholdets an-
komst til indrejsestedet skal den inspicere-
de deltagende stat begynde at indsamle
faktuelle oplysninger om al udgdende
transportvirksomhed fra alle de steder pé
den begzxrede ydergrense, hvorfra et be-
fordringsmiddel beregnet til land-, luft- el-
ler vandtransport kan forlade stedet. Den
skal give disse oplysninger til inspektions
holdet ved dettes ankomst til den alternati-
ve eller endelige ydergraense afhangigt af,
hvilken af disse der forst nés.
