The Director-General shall also
promptly initiate an investigation if an alle-
gation concerning a breach of confiden-

- tiality is made by a State Party.

The Director-General shall impose appro-
priate punitive and disciplinary measures

" on staff members who have violated their
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obligations to protect confidential informa-
tion. In cases of serious breaches, the im-
munity from jurisdiction may be waived by
the Director-General.

States Parties shall, to the extent possible,
cooperate and support the Director-
General in investigating any breach or al-
leged breach of confidentiality and in tak-
ing appropriate action in case a breach has
been established.

The Organization shall not be held liable
for any breach of confidentiality com-
mitted by members of the Technical Secre-
tariat.

For breaches involving both a State Party
and the Organization, a “Commission for
the settlement of disputes related to con-
fidentiality”, set up as a subsidiary organ of
the Conference, shall consider the case.
This Commission shall be appointed by the

Conference. Rules governing its composi- -

tion and operating procedures shall be
adopted by the Conference at its first ses-
sion.

Generaldirektoren skal overvige gennem-
forelsen af de individuelle aftaler om tavs-
hedspligt.. Generaldirektoren skal straks
indlede en undersogelse, hvis der efter hans
skon er tllstraekkehge tegn p4, at forpligtel-
serne vedrorende beskyttelse af fortrolige
oplysninger er blevet krenket. Generaldi-
rektoren skal ogsa straks indlede en under-
soagelse, hvis en pastand om brud pa fortro-
ligheden fremszttes af en deltagende stat.

20. Generaldirektoren skal iverksatte behori-
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ge straffeforanstaltninger og disciplinere
foranstaltninger over for ansatte, som har
overtradt deres forpligtelser med hensyn til
beskyttelse af fortrolige oplysninger. I til-
feelde af alvorlige brud kan Generaldirek-
toren ophave jurisdiktionsimmuniteten.

De deltagende stater skal i videst muligt
omfang samarbejde med og stotte General-
direktoren i forbindelse med undersegelsen
af brud eller pastiet brud pé bestemmelser-
ne om fortrolighed og med iverksattelsen
af passende foranstaltninger i tilfzlde, hvor
brud er konstateret.

Medlemmerne af denne kommission skal
udpeges af Konferencen. Reglerne for dens
sammens®tning og virke skal vedtages af
Konferencen pa dennes forste samling.
