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(a) providing advice on the organization of ef-
- fective consultative arrangements, drawing
on experiences from other such arrange-
ments;
(b) providing information to relevant bilateral
and multilateral agencies concerning con-
-sultative meetings or processes, and en-
couraging their active involvement; and -
(c)- providing other information that may be

relevant in establishing or 1mprov1ng con-

sultative arrangements. -

5. The subregional and regional coordmat—

ing bodies shall, inter alia:

(a)recommend  appropriate adjustments to
partnership agreements;

(b)monitor, assess and report on the 1mplemen-
tation of the agreed subregional . and re-
- gional programmes; and.

(c)aim to ensure efficient communlcatlon and
cooperation among African country Parties.

‘6. Participation in the consultative groups
shall, as appropriate, be open to Governments,
interested groups and donors, relevant organs,

funds and programmes of the United Nations

system, relevant subregional and regional or-
ganizations, and representatives of relevant
‘non-governmental organizations. Participants
of each consultative group shall determine the
modalities of its management and operation.

. 7. Pursuant to article 14 of the Convention,
developed country Parties are encouraged to
develop, on their own initiative, an  informal
process of consultation and . coordination
among themselves, at the national, subregional
and regional levels, and, at the request of an af-
fected African country Party or of an appropri-
ate subregional or regional organization, to
participate in a national, subregional or re-
gional consultative process that would evaluate
and respond to assistance needs in order to fa-
cilitate implementation.
