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tainable for the species as well as for the ec-
ological systems that support them;

identify sites and habitats for migratory
waterbirds occurring within their territory
and encourage the protection, manage-
ment, rehabilitation and restoration of
these sites, in liaison with those bodies list-
ed in Article IX, paragraphs (a) and (b) of
this Agreement, concerned with habitat
conservation; ‘

(d) coordinate their efforts to ensure that a net-
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work of suitable habitats is maintained or,
where appropriate, re-established through-
out the entire range of each migratory
waterbird species concerned, in particular
where wetlands extend over the area of
more than one Party to this Agreement;
investigate problems that are posed or are
likely to be posed by human activities and
endeavour to implement remedial meas-
ures, including habitat rehabilitation and
restoration, and compensatory measures
for loss of habitat; .

cooperate in emergency situations requir-
ing international concerted action.and in

identifying the species of migratory water- .

birds which are the most vulnerable to
these situations as well ‘as cooperate in de-
veloping appropriate emergency proce-
dures to provide increased protection to
these species in such situations and in the
preparation of guidelines to assist individ-
ual Parties in tackling these situations;

prohibit the deliberate introduction of non-
native waterbird species into the environ-
ment and take all appropriate measures to
prevent the unintentional release of such
species if this introduction or release would
prejudice the conservation status of wild
flora and fauna; when non-native water-
bird species have already been introduced,
the Parties shall take all appropriate meas-
ures to prevent these species from becom-
ing a potential threat to indigenous species;

(h) initiate or support research into the biology

and ecology of migratory waterbirds in-
cluding the harmonisation of research and
monitoring methods and, where appropri-
ate, the establishment of joint or coopera-
tive research and monitoring programmes;
analyze their training requirements for, .in-
ter alia, migratory waterbird surveys, mon-
itoring, ringing and wetland management
