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5. Konferencen og Eksekutivradet er med
forbehold af bemyndigelse fra De Forenede
Nationers Generalforsamling hver iseer bemyn-
diget til at anmode Den Internationale Dom-
stol om en vejledende udtalelse vedrgrende et-
hvert retligt spergsmal, som opstér inden for
rammerne af Organisationens virksomhed. En
aftale mellem Organisationen og De Forenede
Nationer skal indgés til dette formél i overens-
stemmelse med artikel 11, paragraf 38 h).

6. Denne artikel er uden praejudice for artikel
IVogV.

ARTIKEL VII
AZNDRINGER

1. P4 et hvilket som helst tidspunkt efter den-
ne traktats ikrafttraedelse kan enhver deltager-
stat foresld andringer til denne traktat, proto-
kollen, eller til protokollens bilag. Enhver del-
tagerstat kan ogsé foresla zendringer i overens-
stemmelse med paragraf 7 til protokollen eller
bilagene dertil. Forslag til andringer skal frem-
seettes 1 henhold til de i paragraf 2 - 6 anforte
procedurer. Forslag til s@ndringer i overens-
stemmelse med paragraf 7 skal fremsattes i
henhold til de i paragraf 8 anferte procedurer.

2. Den foreslaede andring skal alene be-
handles og vedtages af en ndringskonference.

3. Ethvert forslag til ndring skal fremsend-
es til Generaldirekteren, der skal cirkulere det
til alle deltagerstater og depositaren samt sgge
deltagerstaternes synspunkter indhentet om,
hvorvidt én endringskonference ber indkaldes
med henblik pa at behandle forslaget. Safremt
et flertal af deltagerstaterne senest 30 dage efter
rundsendelsen af andringsforslaget meddeler
Generaldirekteren, at de statter videre behand-
ling af forslaget, skal Generaldirekteren ind-
kalde en andringskonference, hvortil alle del-
tagerstater skal indbydes. ' ’

4. Andringskonferencen skal afholdes i
umiddelbar forlengelse af én af Konferencens
ordinzre samlinger, medmindre alle deltagers-
tater, som stetter indkaldelsen af en andrings-
konference, anmoder om, at den afholdes tidli-
gere. I intet tilfzlde skal en &ndringskonferen-
ce afholdes mindre end 60 dage efter rundsend-
elsen af den foresldede @ndring.

5. The Conference and the Executive Coun-
cil are separately empowered, subject to au-
thorization from the General Assembly of the
United Nations, to request the International
Court of Justice to give an advisory opinion on
any legal question arising within the scope of
the activities of the Organization. An agree-
ment between the Organization and the United
Nations shall be concluded for this purpose in
accordance with Article 11, paragraph 38 (h).

6. This Article is without prejudice to Arti-
cles IVand V.

ARTICLE VII
AMENDMENTS

1. At any time after the entry into force of this
Treaty, any State Party may propose amend-
ments to this Treaty, the Protocol, or the An-
nexes to the Protocol. Any State Party may also
propose changes, in accordance with para-
graph 7, to the Protocol or the Annexes thereto.
Proposals for amendments shall be subject to
the procedures in paragraphs 2 to 6. Proposals
for changes, in accordance with paragraph 7,
shall be subject to the procedures in paragraph
8.

2. The proposed amendment shall be consid-
ered and adopted only by an Amendment Con-
ference. ‘ ‘ :

3. Any proposal for an amendment shall be
communicated to the Director-General, who
shall circulate it to all States Parties and the
Depositary and seek the views of the States
Parties on whether an Amendment Conference
should be convened to consider the proposal.
If a majority of the States Parties notify the Di--
rector-General no later than 30 days after its
circulation that they support further consider-
ation of the proposal, the Director-General
shall convene an Amendment Conference to
which all States Parties shall be invited.

4. The Amendment Conference shall be held
immediately following a regular session of the
Conference unless all States Parties that sup-
port the convening of an Amendment Confer-
ence request that it be held earlier. In no case
shall an Amendment Conference be held less
than 60 days after the circulation of the pro-
posed amendment.
