ARTIKEL VIII
GENNEMGANG AF TRAKTATEN

1. Medmindre et flertal af deltagerstaterne
treeffer anden beslutning, skal der ti r efter
denne Traktats ikrafttradelse afholdes en kon-
ference mellem deltagerstaterne til gennem-
gang af denne traktats virkeméde og effektivitet
med henblik p4 at forvisse sig om, at formélene
og hensigterne i precamblen og bestemmelserne
i traktaten bliver gennemfert. En sddan gen-
nemgang skal tage hensyn til enhver ny viden-
skabelig og teknologisk udvikling af relevans
for denne traktat.

(¢) If a recommendation of the Executive
Council does not meet with the acceptance
required under sub-paragraph (d), a deci-
sion on the proposal, including whether it
fulfils the requirements of paragraph 7,
shall be taken as a matter of substance by
the Conference at its next session;

(f) The Director-General shall notify all States
Parties and the Depositary of any decision
under this paragraph;

(g) Changes approved under this procedure
shall enter into force for all States Parties
180 days after the date of notification by the
Director-General of their approval unless
another time period is recommended by the
Executive Council or decided by the Con-
ference.

ARTICLE VIII
REVIEW OF THE TREATY

1. Unless otherwise decided by a majority of
the States Parties, ten years after the entry into
force of this Treaty a Conference of the States
Parties shall be held to review the operation
and effectiveness of this Treaty, with a view to
assuring itself that the objectives and purposes
in the Preamble and the provisions of the Trea-
ty are being realized. Such review shall take
into account any new scientific and technolog-
ical developments relevant to this Treaty. On
the basis of a request by any State Party, the Re-
view Conference shall consider the possibility
of permitting the conduct of underground nu-
clear explosions for peaceful purposes. If the
Review Conference decides by consensus that
such nuclear explosions may be permitted, it
shall commence work without delay, with a
view to recommending to States Parties an ap-
propriate amendment to this Treaty that shall
preclude any military benefits of such nuclear
explosions. Any such proposed amendment
shall be communicated to the Director-General
by any State Party and shall be dealt with in ac-
cordance with the provisions of Article VIL.
