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11. Medlemmerne af unders;agélsesmissio-
nen skal lankomme til den anmodede kontra-
herende stats territorium, sa tidligt som muligt
med et varsel pa ikke under 72 timer. Den kon-
traherende stat, til hvilken anmodningen er ret-
tet, skal tage de nedvendige administrative for-
holdsregler for at modtage, transportere og
veere missionen behjlpelig. Den er ansvarlig
for missionens sikkerhed i videst muligt om-

fang, mens den befinder sig p territorium un-

der modtagerstatens kontrol.

12. Uden prajudice for den stats suverani-
tet, til hvilken anmodningen er rettet, kan un-
derspgelsesmissionen til denne stats territori-
um medbringe nedvendigt udstyr, der udeluk-
kende skal anvendes til indsamling af oplysnin-
ger angdende spergsmalet om overholdelse.
Forud for sin ankomst adviserer missionen den
kontraherende stat, til hvilken anmodningen er
rettet, om det udstyr, den har til hensigt at an-
vende i forbindelse med sin undersegelsesop-
gave. !
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13. Den kontraherende stat, til hvilken an-
modningen er rettet, skal gore sig alle anstren-
gelser for at sikre, at undersegelsesmissionen
far mulighed for'at tale med alle relevante per-
soner, som matte vare i stand til at give oplys-
ninger angdende spergsmalet om overholdelse.

14. Den kontraherende stat, til hvilken an-
modningen er rettet, skal give undersogelses-
missionen adgang til alle omrader og installa-
tioner under dens kontrol, hvor materiale, der
er relevant for spergsmalet om overholdelse,
kunne forventes at kunne indsamles. Dette skal
veere med forbehold for alle foranstaltninger
som den kontraherende stat anser nedvendige
for:

-a) Beskyttelse af fz]somt udstyr, oplysmnger
og omrader;

b) Beskyttelse af forfatningsmaessige forplig-
telser, den kontraherende stat métte have
angdende ejendomsrettigheder, ransagning
og beslaglwggelser eller andre forfatnings-
maessige rettigheder; eller

¢) Den fysiske beskyttelse af og sikkerhed for
medlemmerne af undersggelsesmissionen.
Safremt den kontraherende stat foretager s-

danne foranstaltninger, skal den gore sig alle

anstrengelser for pd anden méde at bevise, at
den overholder denne konvention.

11. Upon at least 72 hours notice, the mem-
bers of the fact-finding mission shall arrive in
the territory of the requested State Party at the
earliest opportunity. The requested State Party
shall take the necessary administrative meas-
ures to receive, transport and accommodate the
mission, and shall be responsible for ensuring
the security of the mission to the maximum ex-
tent possible while they are on territory under
its control.

12. Without prejudice to the sovereignty of
the requested State Party, the fact-finding mis-
sion may bring into the territory of the request-
ed State Party the necessary equipment which
shall be used exclusively for gathering informa-
tion-on the alleged compliance issue. Prior to
its arrival, the mission will advise the requested
State Party of the equipment that it intends to
utilize in the course of its fact-finding mission.

13. The requested State Party shall make all
efforts to ensure that the fact-finding mission is
given the opportunity to speak with all relevant
persons who may be able to provide informa-
tion related to the alleged compliance issue.

14. The requested State Party shall grant ac-
cess for the fact-finding mission to all areas and
installations under its control where facts rele-
vant to the compliance issue could be expected
to be collected. This shall be subject to any ar-
rangements that the requested State Party con-
siders necessary for:

(a) The protection of sensitive equipment, in-
formation and areas;

(b) The protection of any constitutional obliga-
tions the requested State Party may have
with regard to proprietary rights, searches
and seizures, or other constitutional rights;
or

(c) The physical protection and safety of the
members of the factfinding mission.

In the event that the requested State Party
makes such arrangements, it shall make every
reasonable effort to demonstrate through alter-
native means its comphance with this Conven-
tion.
