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15. Undersogelsesmissionen kan forblive pa
den pdgzldende kontraherende stats territori-
um i op til i alt 14 dage, og pé samme sted i op
til 7 dage, medmindre der er truffet anden afta-
le.

16. Enhver information som er givet i fortro-

-lighed og ikke angdr det spergsméil, som be-

handles af undersegelsesmissionen, skal be-
handles fortroligt.

17. Undersogelsesmissionen skal, gennem
De Forenede Nationers generalsekreter, af-
legge beretning til medet mellem de kontra-
herende stater eller det sarlige mode mellem
de kontraherende stater om resultatet af sine
undersggelser.

18. Mpadet mellem de kontraherende stater
eller det szrlige mode mellem de kontraheren-
de stater skal behandle alle relevante oplysnin-
ger, inklusive den beretning der er udarbejdet
af undersggelsesmissionen og kan anmode den
kontraherende stat, til hvilken anmodningen er
rettet, om at tage skridt til at bringe spergsma-
let angdende overholdelse i orden inden udle-
bet af en bestemt frist. Den kontraherende stat,
til hvilken anmodningen er rettet, skal aflegge
beretning om alle skridt, der tages som folge af
denne anmodning.

19. Moedet mellem de kontraherende stater
eller det seerlige mede mellem de kontraheren-
de stater kan foresld de bergrte kontraherende
stater veje og midler til yderligere at belyse eller
lose spergsmalet, herunder relevante folkeret-
lige procedurer. I tilfzelde, hvor spergsmalet
findes at skyldes omstendigheder, som den
kontraherende stat, til hvilken anmodningen er
rettet, ikke er heérre over, kan medet mellem de
kontraherende stater, eller det sazrlige mede
mellem de kontraherende stater anbefale pas-
sende foranstaltmnger, inklusive samarbejde
som omtalt i artikel 6.

20. Medet mellem de kontraherende stater
eller det saerlige mede mellem de kontraheren-
.de stater skal i videst muligt omfang traffe de i
stk. 18 og stk. 19 nvnte beslutninger ved kon-
sensus, ellers ved totredjedels flertal af de kon-
traherende stater, der er tilstede og deltager i
afstemningen.

15. The fact-finding mission may remain in
the territory of the State Party concerned for no
more than 14 days, and at any particular site no
more than 7 days, unless otherwise agreed.

16. All information provided in confidence
and not related to the subject matter of the fact-
finding mission shall be treated on a conﬁdent-
ial basis.

17. The fact-finding mission shall report,
through the Secretary-General of the United
Nations, to the Meeting of the States Parties or
the Special Meeting of the States Partles the re-
sults of its findings.

18. The Meeting of the States Parties or the
Special Meeting of the States Parties shall con-
sider all relevant information, including the re-
port submitted by the fact-finding mission, and
may request the requested State Party to take
measures to address the compliance issue with-
in a specified period of time. The requested
State Party shall report on all measures taken in
response to this request.

19. The Meeting of the States- Parties or the
Special Meeting of the States Parties may sug-
gest to the States Parties concerned ways and
means to further clarify or resolve the matter
under consideration, including the initiation of
appropriate procedures in conformity with in-
ternational law. In circumstances where the is-
sue at hand is determined to be due to circum-
stances beyond the control of the requested
State Party, the Meeting of the States Parties or
the Special Meeting of the States Parties may
recommend appropriate measures, mcludmg
the use of cooperative measures referred to in
Article 6.

20. The Meeting of the States Parties or the
Special Meeting' of the States Parties shall
make every effort to reach its decisions referred
to in paragraphs 18 and 19 by consensus, oth-
erwise by a two-thirds majority of States Parties
present and voting.
