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B. DET INTERNATIONALE 
O VER VÅGNINGSSYSTEM 

16. Det Internationale Overvågningssystem 
skal omfatte anlæg til seismologisk overvåg- 
ning, radionuklied overvågning, herunder god- 
kendte laboratorier, hydroakustisk overvåg- 
ning, infralydovervågning og respektive kom- 
munikationsmidler, og skal støttes af Det Tek- 
niske Sekretariats Internationale Datacenter. 

17. Det Internationale Overvågningssystem 
skal placeres under Det Tekniske Sekretariats 
myndighed. Alle overvågningsanlæg under Det 
Internationale Overvågningssystem skal ejes 
og drives af de stater, hos hvem de er placeret, 
eller som påtager sig ansvaret for dem i over- 
ensstemmelse med protokollen. 

18. Enhver deltagerstat skal have ret til at 
deltage i den internationale udveksling af data 
og have adgang til alle data, som stilles til rå- 
dighed for Det Internationale Datacenter. En- 
hver deltagerstat skal samarbejde med Det In- 
ternationale Datacenter gennem sin Nationale 
Myndighed. 

Finansiering af  
Det Internationale Overvågningssystem 

19. For så vidt angår anlæg, som er omfattet 
af Det Internationale Overvågningssystem og 
specificeret i tabel 1-A, 2-A, 3 og 4 i bilag I til 
protokollen, og vedrørende deres virksomhed 
skal Organisationen i det omfang, den relevan- 
te stat og Organisationen har indgået overens- 
komst om, at sådanne anlæg skal levere data til 
Det Internationale Datacenter i overensstem- 
melse med de tekniske krav i protokollen og re- 
levante operationelle vejledninger, og således 
som specificeret i aftaler eller overenskomster i 
henhold til protokollens afsnit I, paragraf 4, 
dække udgifterne til: 
a) Etablering af ethvert nyt anlæg og opnorme- 

ring af eksisterende anlæg, medmindre den 
stat, som er ansvarlig for sådanne anlæg, 
selv dækker disse udgifter; 

b) Drift og vedligeholdelse af Det Internatio- 
nale Overvågningssystems anlæg, herunder 
efter behov fysisk anlægssikkerhed, samt 
anvendelse af vedtagne procedurer for be- 
kræftelse af ægtheden af data; 

c) Transmission af Det Internationale Over- 

B. THE INTERNATIONAL 
MONITORING SYSTEM 

16. The International Monitoring System 
shall comprise facilities for seismological mon- 
itoring, radionuclide monitoring including cer- 
tified laboratories, hydroacoustic monitoring, 
infrasound monitoring, and respective means 
of communication, and shall be supported by 
the International Data Centre of the Technical 
Secretariat. 

17. The International Monitoring System 
shall be placed under the authority of the Tech- 
nical Secretariat. All monitoring facilities of 
the International Monitoring System shall be 
owned and operated by the States hosting or 
otherwise taking responsibility for them in ac- 
cordance with the Protocol. 

18. Each State Party shall have the right to 
participate in the international exchange of 
data and to have access to all data made avail- 
able to the International Data Centre. Each 
State Party shall cooperate with the Interna- 
tional Data Centre through its National Au- 
thority. 

Funding the International 
Monitoring System 

19. For facilities incorporated into the Inter- 
national Monitoring System and specified in 
Tables 1-A, 2-A, 3 and 4 of Annex 1 to the Pro- 
tocol, and for their functioning, to the extent 
that such facilities are agreed by the relevant 
State and the Organization to provide data to 
the International Data Centre in accordance 
with the technical requirements of the Protocol 
and relevant operational manuals, the Organi- 
zation, as specified in agreements or arrange- 
ments pursuant to Part I, aragraph 4 of the Pro- 
tocol, shall meet the costs of: 

(a) Establishing any new facilities and upgrad- 
ing existing facilities unless the State re- 
sponsible for such facilities meets these 
costs itself; 

(b) Operating and maintaining International 
Monitoring System facilities, including fa- 
cility physical security if appropriate, and 
application of agreed data authentication 
procedures; 

(c) Transmitting International Monitoring
