ARTIKEL IX
VARIGHED OG TILBAGETRAEDEN

1. Denne traktat skal vare af ubegraenset va-
righed.

2. Enhver deltagerstat skal under udevelse af
sin nationale suverznitet have ret til at treede
tilbage fra denne traktat, sifremt deltagerstaten
finder, at ekstraordinare begivenheder, som
vedrerer denne traktats genstand, har bragt
dens vitale interesser i fare.

2. At intervals of ten years thereafter, further
Review Conferences may be convened with the
same objective, if the Conference so decides as
a matter of procedure in the preceding year.
Such Conferences may be convened after an in-
terval of less than ten years if so decided by the
Conference as a matter of substance.

3. Normally, any Review Conference shall
be held immediately following the regular an-
nual session of the Conference provided for in
Article I1.

ARTICLE IX
DURATION AND WITHDRA WAL

1. This Treaty shall be of unlimited duration:

2. Each State Party shall, in exercising its na-
tional sovereignty, have the right to withdraw
from this Treaty if it decides that extraordinary
events related to the subject matter of this Trea-
ty have jeopardized its supreme interests.

3. Withdrawal shall be effected by giving no-
tice six months in advance to all other States
Parties, the Executive Council, the Depositary
and the United Nations Securxty Council. No-
tice of withdrawal shall include a statement of
the extraordinary event or events which a State
Party regards as jeopardizing its supreme inte-
rests.

ARTICLE X

STATUS OF THE PROTOCOL AND
THE ANNEXES

The Annexes to this Treaty, the Protocol,
and the Annexes to the Protocol form an inte-
gral part of the Treaty. Any reference to this
Treaty includes the Annexes to this Treaty, the
Protocol and the Annexes to the Protocol.
