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Frasortering af nationale begivenheder

21. Det Internationale Datacenter skal, sa-
fremt det anmodes derom af en deltagerstat,
anvende de af den pageldende deltagerstat
etablerede kriterier for frasortering af nationale
begivenheder pd ethvert af dets standardpro-
dukter pa regelmeessig og automatisk basis,

samt stille resultaterne af sddanne analyser til

rddighed for denne deltagerstat. Denne service
skal udeves uden omkostninger for den anmo-
dende deltagerstat. Resultatet af sddanne fra-
sorteringsprocesser vedrerende nationale begi-
venheder skal betragtes som den anmodende
‘ deltagerstats produkt.

Teknisk bistand

22. Det Internationale Datacenter skal, hvor
det er pakraevet, yde teknisk bistand til indivi-
duelle deltagerstater:

a) med at formulere deres behov med hensyn
til valg og frasortering af data og produkter;
b) ved at installere, i Det Internationale Data-
- center uden udglft for en anmodende delta-
gerstat for sd vidt angdr rimelige bestraebel-
ser, computeralgoritmer eller software, som
er stillet til rAdighed af den pagaeldende del-
tagerstat med henblik pé at beregne nye sig-
nal- og begivenhedsparametre, som ikke er
omfattet af den operationelle vejledning for
Det Internationale Datacenter, idet resulta-
terne betragtes som den anmodende delta-
gerstats produkt; og
c) ved at bista deltagerstater med at udvikle
mulighederne for at modtage, behandle og
analysere data fra Det Internationale Over-
vagningssystem pa nat1onale datacentre

23. Det Internatlonale Datacenter skal uaf-
brudt overvage og rapportere om den operati-
onelle status for Det Internationale Overvég-
ningssystems anlag, for kommunikationsfor-
bindelserne og dets eget bearbejdningssystem.
Det skal straks sende underretning til de an-
svarlige, i tilfeclde af at den operationelle funk-
tion af en komponent ikke skulle opfylde det

vedtagne niveau, som er fastsat i den relevante

operationelle vejledning.

National Event Screening

21. The International Data Centre shall, if re-
quested by a State Party, apply to any of its
standard products, on a regular and automatic
basis, national event screening criteria estab-
lished by that State Party, and provide the re-
sults of such analysis to that State Party. This
service shall be undertaken at no cost to the re-
questing State Party The output of such na-
tional event screening processes shall be con-
sidered a product of the requesnng State Party.

Techmcal Assistance

22 ‘The International Data Centre shall,
where required, provide technical assistance to -

individual States Parties:

(a) In formulating their requirements for selec-
tion and screening of data and products;
(b) By installing at the International Data Cen-
tre, at no cost to a requesting State Party for
) reasonable efforts, computer algorithms or
software provided by that State Party to
‘compute new signal and event parameters
that are not included in the Operational
" Manual for the International Data Centre,
the output being considered products of the
. requesting State Party; and

(c) By assisting States Parties to develop the
capability to receive, process and analyse
International Monitoring System data at a
national data centre.

23. The International Data Centre shall contin-
uously monitor and report .on the opera-
tional status of the International Monitor-

" ing System facilities, of communications
links, and of its own processing systems. It
shall provide immediate notification to
those responsible should the operational
performance of any component fail to meet
agreed levels set out in the relevant opera-
tional manual.. -
