(g) The members of the inspection team shall
be permitted to bring into the territory of
the inspected State Party, without payment
of any customs duties or related charges,
articles for personal use, with the exceptxon
of articles the import or export of which is -
prohibited by law or controlled by quaran-
tine regulations; C

(b) The members of the inspection team- shal] :
be accorded the same currency and ex-
change facilities as are accorded to repre-
sentatives of foreign Governments on tem--
porary official missions; and

(i) The members of the inspection team ‘shall

~ not engage in any professional or commer-

- cial activity for personal profit on the terri-
tory of the inspected State Party.

28. When transiting the territory of States
Parties other than the inspected State Party, the
members of the inspection team shall be ac-
corded the privileges and immunitiés enjoyed-
by diplomatic agents pursuant to Article 40,
paragraph 1, of the Vienna Convention on Dip-
lomatic Relations. Papers and correspondence,
including records, and samples and approved
equipment carried by them, shall be accorded
