Foranstaltninger vedrorende anvendelse af ikke-
ordincere fly

35. 1 tilfeelde af at det ikke vil veere muligt at
né frem til indrejsestedet i tide ved anvendelse
af ordineere rutefly, vil et inspektionshold kun-
ne anvende ikke-ordinere fly. Senest 30 dage
efter, at denne Traktat traeder i kraft for den pa-
geldende deltagerstats vedkommende, skal en-

hver deltagerstat meddele Det Tekniske Sekre-

- tariat nummeret pd den permanente diploma-
tiske landingstilladelse for ikke-ordineere fly,
som transporterer inspektionshold og nedven-
digt inspektionsudstyr. Ruterne, der anvendes
af flyene, skal folge etablerede internationale
flyruter, som deltagerstaten og Det Tekniske
Sekretariat er blevet enige om som grundlag for
en sddan diplomatisk landingstilladelse.

Godkendt iﬁspektionsud&tyr

36. Konferencen skal pa sin forste samling
behandle og godkende en liste over udstyr til
brug under inspektioner pé stedet. Enhver del-
tagerstat kan fremlagge forslag vedrerende ud-
styr, som foreslds optaget pd listen. Specifika-
tioner vedrerende brug af udstyret som naerme-
* re fastsati den operationelle vejledning for in-
spektioner pa stedet skal tage hejde for sikker-
heds- og fortrolighedshensyn, hvor sddant ud-
styr kan teenkes anvendt.

37. Udstyr til brug under inspektioner pé ste-
det skal besta af kerneudstyr til brug for inspek-
tionsvirksomheden og teknikker som specifice-
ret i paragraf 69 og hjelpeudstyr, som er ned-
vendigt for en effektiv og rettidig gennemforel-
se af inspektioner pa stedet.

38. Det Tekniske Sekretariat skal sikre, at

receives such notification, to allow appropriate
notification to all States Parties.

‘34, If the Technical Secretariat considers
that there are insufficient points of entry for the
timely conduct of inspections or that changes

Arrangements for Use of
Non-Scheduled Aircraft

35. Where timely travel to the point of entry
is not feasible using scheduled commercial

“flights, an inspection team may utilize non-

scheduled aircraft. No later than 30 days after

“this Treaty enters into force for it,-each State

Party shall inform the Technical Secretariat of
the standing diplomatic clearance number for
non-scheduled aircraft transporting an inspec-

" tion team and equipment necessary for inspec-

tion. Aircraft routlngs shall be along estab-
lished international airways that are agreed
upon between the State Party and the Techni-
cal Secretariat as the basis for such dlplomatlc
clearance '

Approved Inspection Equipment

36. The Conference, at its initial session,
shall consider and approve a list of equipment

for use during on-site inspections. Each State
"Party may submit proposals for the inclusion of

equipment in the list. Specifications for the use
of the equipment, as detailed in the Operation-
al Manual for On-Site Inspections, shall take
account of safety and conﬂdentiality consider-
ations where such equipment is likely to be
used

37. The equipment for use during on-site in-

_ spections shall consist of core equipment for

the inspection activities and techniques speci-
fied in paragraph 69 and auxiliary equipment
necessary for the effective and timely conduct

of on-site inspections.

38. The Technical Secretariat shall ensure
that all types of approved equipment are avail-
