97. Med forbehold af paragraf 86 til 96 og 98
til 100 skal inspektionsholdet have ret til at ind-
- samle og fjerne relevante prever fra 1nspekt1-
onsomradet.

98. Inspektionsholdet skal i muligt omfang
analysere prover pd stedet. Repraesentanter for
den inspicerede deltagerstat skal have ret til at
vaere til stede, ndr preverne analyseres pa ste-
det. Efter anmodning fra inspektionsholdet
skal den inspicerede deltagerstat i overens-
stemmelse med aftalte procedurer yde bistand
til analyse af proverne pa stedet. Inspektions-
holdet skal alene have ret til at overfore prover
til analyse uden for inspektionsstedet pé labo-
ratorier udpeget af Organisationen, séfremt in-
spektionsholdet” péviser, at den negdvendige
analyse af prover ikke kan udferes pa stedet.

99. Den inspicerede deltagerstat skal have
ret til at beholde en del af alle de indsamlede
prover, nar disse er blevet analyseret, og kan
tage et ekstra sat prover.

Colléctibn Handling and Analysis bf Samples

917. Sub_]ect to paragraphs 86 to 96 and 98 to
100, the inspection team shall have the right to
collect and remove relevant samples from the

i mspectlon area.

' 98. Whenever possible, the inspection team
shall analyze samples on-site. Representatives
of the inspected State Party shall have the right
to be present when samples are analyzed on-
site. At the request of the inspection team, the
inspected State Party shall, in accordance with
agreed procedures, provide assistance for the
analysis of samples on-site.. The inspection
team shall have the right to transfer samples for
off-site analysis at laboratories designated by
the Organization only if it demonstrates that
the necessary sample analysis can not be per-
formed on-site.

99. The inspected State Party shall have the
right to retain portions of all samples collected
when these samples are analysed and may take
duplicate samples.

100. The inspected State Party shall have the
right to request that any unused samples or
portions thereof be returned.

101. The designated laboratories shall con-
duct chemical and physicaj analysis of the sam-
