Considering the need to establish and regulate
the status of NATO military headquarters and
headquarters personnel in the territory of States
participating in the Partnership for Peace in or-
der to facilitate the relationship with the Armed
Forces of individual Partnership for Peace na-
tions;

Considering the need to provide appropriate
status for personnel of the Armed Forces of Part-
ner States attached to or associated with NATO
military headquarters; and

Considering that the circumstances in parti- '

cular NATO Member States or Partner States
may make it desirable to meet the needs de-
scribed above through the means of the present
Protocol;

The Parties to the present Protocol have
agreed as follows:

ARTICLE I

" For the purposes of the present Protocol, the
expression : :
