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Receiving State concerning compulsory -insur-
ance of holders of motor vehicles.

(3) Official vehicles and trailers of the Head-
quarters shall receive the same treatment as serv-
ice vehicles of the Polish Armed Forces with re-
gard to fees and tolls for road use.

(4) The competent authorities of the Receiving -

State shall, in respect of motor vehicles and trai-
lers of the Headquarters, grant exemptions from
regulations of the Receiving State concerning
the construction, design and equipment of motor
vehicles and trailers, with due regard to public
safety and order, if such exemption is necessary
for the fulfilment of the function of the Head-
quarters.

(5) Deviations from the regulations governing
conduct in road traffic shall be permitted to the
Headquarters on such conditions and to such ex-
tent as are permitted to the Armed Forces of the
Receiving State, if the vehicles and trailers are
clearly marked as belonging to the Headquar-
ters.

Article 17

Security

(1) NATO classified materiel within the Corps
shall be treated and protected in accordance with
applicable NATO security provisions.

(2) The Headquarters will develop common
implementing regulations in the field of security
including security of information technology (IT
Security) for approval by competent national au-
thorities.

(3) The Contracting Parties shall co-operate in
the implementation of this Article and support
each other in assuring its application.

Article 18
Personal Data Protection

(1) Personal data shall be passed and proc-
essed solely for the purposes envisaged in the
NATO SOFA and in this Convention. Restric-
tions in possible applications based on the legis-
lation of the Contracting Party supplying the in-
formation shall be observed. The Contracting
Parties shall agree on common regulations on
collection, processing and use of personal data.

5. Afvigelser fra regler om adferd i trafikken
skal tillades hovedkvarteret pa sddanne betingel-
ser og i et sidant omfang, som gives modtager-
landets vabnede styrker, hvis keretgjer og an-
hangere er klart markeret som tilhgrende hoved-
kvarteret.

Artikel 17
Sikkerhed
1. NATO Kklassificeret matertiale skal inden

- for korpset behandles i overensstemmelse med

relevante NATO sikkerhedsbestemmelser.

2. Hovedkvarteret vil udarbejde falles imple-
menteringsbestemmelser vedrerende sikkerhed,
herunder for informations teknologi (IT sikker-
hed), som godkendes af de kompetente nationale
myndigheder.

3. De kontraherende parter skal samarbejde
om implementeringen af denne artikel og bista
hinanden i at sikre dens overholdelse.

Artikel 18

Beskyttelse af personlige data

1. Personlige data ma alene videregives og be-
arbejdes til de formal, der er n@vnt i NATO SO-
FA’en og i denne konvention. Restriktioner i na-
tional lovgivning hos den kontraherende part,
som afgiver oplysningerne, skal iagttages. De
kontraherende parter skal aftale felles regler om
indsamling, bearbejdning og brug af personlige
data.
