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7. Enhver deltagerstat skal behandle oplysnin-
ger og data, som den modtager i fortrolighed fra
Organisationen i forbindelse med gennemfarel-
sen af denne traktat, som fortrolige og gere dem
til genstand for serlig behandling. Deltagersta-
ten skal behandle sadanne oplysninger og data
udelukkende i forbindelse med dens rettigheder
og forpligtelser i henhold til traktaten.

8. Organisationen skal som et uath®ngigt or-
gan bestraebe sig pa at gore brug af eksisterende
sagkundskab og faciliteter pa passende made, og
pa at opnd sterst mulig omkostningseffektivitet
gennem samarbejdsarrangementer med andre
internationale organisationer sasom Den Inter-
nationale Atomenergiorganisation. Disse arran-
gementer skal, bortset fra aftalen er af mindre og
sedvanlig forretningsmaessig og kontraktlig ka-
rakter, nedfzldes i aftaler, som skal forelegges
Konferencen af Deltagerstater til godkendelse.

9. Udgifterne til Organisationens virksomhed
skal dekkes arligt af deltagerstaterne i overens-
stemmelse med De Forenede Nationers bidrags-
skala, der justeres med henblik pé at tage hgjde
for forskellen mellem De Forenede Nationers og
Organisationens medlemskreds.

10. Deltagerstaternes finansielle bidrag til
Den Forberedende Kommission skal pa passen-
de made fratrekkes deres bidrag til det ordinare
budget.

11. Et medlem af Organisationen, som er bag-
ud med indbetalingen af sit palignede bidrag til
Organisationen, skal ikke have stemmeret i Or-
ganisationen, hvis den samlede restance svarer
til eller overstiger det bidragsbelsb, som med-
lemmet skal betale for de to foregaende hele &r.
Konferencen af Deltagerstater kan imidlertid til-
lade et sadant medlem at stemme, hvis det fast-
slas, at den manglende indbetaling beror p4 om-
stendigheder uden for medlemmets kontrol.

B. KONFERENCEN AF
DELTAGERSTATER

Sammenimztning, procedurer og
beslutningstagning

12. Konferencen af Deltagerstater (i det fol-
gende betegnet »Konferencen«) skal bestd af
alle deltagerstaterne. Hver deltagerstat skal have

7. Each State Party shall treat as confidential
and afford special handling to information and
data that it receives in confidence from the Or-
ganization in connection with the implementa-
tion of this Treaty. It shall treat such information
and data exclusively in connection with its rights
and obligations under this Treaty.

8. The Organization, as an independent body,
shall seek to utilize existing expertise and facil-
ities, as appropriate, and to maximize cost effi-
ciencies, through cooperative arrangements with
other international organizations such as the In-
ternational Atomic Energy Agency. Such ar-
rangements, excluding those of a minor and nor-
mal commercial and contractual nature, shall be
set out in agreements to be submitted to the Con-
ference of the States Parties for approval.

9. The costs of the activities of the Organiza-
tion shall be met annually by the States Parties in
accordance with the United Nations scale of as-
sessments adjusted to take into account differ-
ences in membership between the United Na-
tions and the Organization.

10. Financial contributions of States Parties to
the Preparatory Commission shall be deducted
in an appropriate way from their contributions to
the regular budget.

11. A member of the Organization which is in
arrears in the payment of its assessed contribu-
tion to the Organization shall have no vote in the
Organization if the amount of its arrears equals
or exceeds the amount of the contribution due
from it for the preceding two full years. The
Conference of the States Parties may, neverthe-
less, permit such a member to vote if it is satis-
fied that the failure to pay is due to conditions
beyond the control of the member.

B. THE CONFERENCE OF
THE STATES PARTIES

Composition, Procedures and
Decision-making
12. The Conference of the States Parties

(hereinafter referred to as »the Conference«)
shall be composed of all States Parties. Each Sta-
