‘shorter. A State Party designated on this ba-
sis may decide to forgo its seat. In that case,
such a State Party shall submit a letter of re-
nunciation to the Director-General, and the
seat shall be filled by the State Party follow-
ing next-in-order accordmg to this sub-para-
graph; and :

(c) The remaining seats allocated to each geo-
graphical region shall be filled by States Par-
ties designated from among all the States
Parties in that region by rotation or elections.
