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inspektionsholdet forlade inspektionsomradet
og den inspicerede deltagerstats territorium sa
hurtigt som muligt i overensstemmelse med pro-
tokollens afsnit I, paragraf 109 og 110.

52. Generaldirekteren skal inden 24 timer un-

derrette alle deltagerstater om enhver beslutning
af samt rapporter, forslag, anmodninger og an-
befalinger til Eksekutivradet i henhold til para-
graf 46 - 50.

Opfolgning efter Eksekutivradets godkendelse
’ af en inspektion pa stedet

53. En inspektion pa stedet, som er godkendt -

af Eksekutivradet, skal udferes uden forsinkelse

af et inspektionshold, som er udpeget af Gene- .

raldirekteren og i overensstemmelse med be-
stemmelserne i denne traktat og i protokollen.
Inspektionsholdet skal ankomme til indrejseste-
det senest seks dage efter Eksekutivradets mod-
tagelse af anmodningen om en inspektion pa ste-
det fra den anmodende deltagerstat.

54. Generaldirekteren skal udstede et inspek-
tionsmandat for gennemferelsen af inspektionen
pé stedet. Inspektionsmandatet skal indeholde
de oplysninger, som er specificeret i protokol-
lens afsnit 11, paragraf 42.

55. Generaldirektoren skal underrette den in-
spicerede deltagerstat om inspektionen senest 24
timer inden inspektionsholdets planlagte an-
komst til indrejsestedet i overensstemmelse med
protokollens afsnit II, paragraf 43.

Gennemforelsen af en inspektion pa stedet

56. Enhver deltagerstat skal tillade Organisa-
tionen at gennemfore en inspektion pa stedet pa
dens territorium eller pa steder under dens juris-
diktion eller kontrol i overensstemmelse med
bestemmelserne i denne traktat og i protokollen.

inspection, the inspection team shall leave the
inspection area and the territory of the inspected
State Party as soon as. possible in accordance
with Part I1, paragraphs 109 and 110 of the Pro-
tocol.

51. The requesting State Party and the State
Party sought to be inspected may participate in
the deliberations of the Executive Council on the
on-site inspection request without voting. The
requesting State Party and the inspected State
Party may also participate without voting in any
subsequent deliberations of the Executive Coun-
cil related to the inspection.

' 52. The Director-General shall notify all
States Parties within 24 hours about any decision
by and reports, proposals, requests and recom-
mendations to the Executive Council pursuant to
paragraphs 46 to 50.

Fo ollow-up after Executive Counczl Approval of
an On-Site Inspection

53. An on-site inspection approved by the Ex-
ecutive Council shall be conducted without de-
lay by an inspection team designated by the Di-
rector-General and in accordance with the pro-
visions of this Treaty and the Protocol. The in-
spection team shall arrive at the point of entry no
later than six days following the receipt by the
Executive Council of the on-site inspection re-
quest from the requesting State Party.

54. The Director-General shall issue an in-
spection mandate for the conduct of the on-site
inspection. The inspection mandate shall contain
the information specified in Part II, paragraph 42
of the Protocol.

55. The Director-General shall notify the in-
spected State Party of the inspection no less than
24 hours before the planned arrival of the inspec-
tion team at the point of entry, in accordance

- with Part II, paragraph 43 of the Protocol.

The Conduct of an On-Site Inspection

56. Each State Party shall permit the Orga-
nization to conduct an on-site inspection on its
territory or at places under its jurisdiction or con-
trol in accordance with the provisions of this
Treaty and the Protocol. However, no State Par-
