gelse for efter konsultationer med inspektions-
holdet at demonstrere sin efterlevelse af denne
Traktat pa andre méader.

Observatorer

61. For sa vidt angér observaterer, galder fol-
gende:
a) den anmodende deltagerstat kan under forud-
setning af den inspicerede deltagerstats god-

kendelse sende en reprasentant, som skal.

vere statsborger enten i den anmodende del-

tagerstat eller i en tredje deltagerstat, med

henblik pa at overvage gennemferelsen af in-
spektionen pa stedet som observater;

b) den inspicerede deltagerstat skal underrette
Generaldirekteren om, hvorvidt den accepte-

d) den inspicerede deltagerstat skal som regel
acceptere den foresldede observater, men i
tilfelde af at den inspicerede dcltagerstat gi-
ver afslag, skal dette faktum registreres i in-

Rapporter om en inspektion pa stedet

62. Inspektionsrapporter skal indeholde:
a) en beskrivelse af den af inspektionsholdet ud-
forte virksomhed;
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shall seek only the information and data neces-
sary for the purpose of the inspection and shall -
seek to minimize interference with normal oper-
ations of the inspected State Party.

59. The inspected State Party shall assist the
inspection team throughout the on-site inspec-
tion and facilitate its task.

60. If the inspected State Party, acting in ac-
cordance with Part II, paragraphs 86 to .96 of the
Protocol, restricts access within the inspection
area, it shall make every reasonable -effort in
consultations with the inspection team to dem-
onstrate through alternative means its compli-
ance with this Treaty.

Observer

61. With regard to an observer, the following
shall apply:

(a) The requesting State Party, subject to the
agreement of the inspected State Party, may
send a representative, who shall be a national
either of the requesting State Party or of a
third State Party, to observe the conduct of

~ the on-site inspection;

(b) The inspected State Party shall notify its ac-
ceptance or non-acceptance of the proposed
observer to the Director-General within 12
hours after approval of the on-site inspec-
tion by the Executive Council;

(c) In case of acceptance, the inspected State.
Party shall grant access to the observer in ac-
cordance with the Protocol;

(d) The inspected State Party shall, as a rule, ac-
cept the proposed observer, but if the in-
spected State Party exercises a refusal, that
fact shall be recorded in the mspectlon re-
port. '

" There shall be no more than three observers

from an aggregate of requesting States Parties.

Repbrts of an On-Site Inspection

62. Inspection reports shall contain:
(a) A description of the activities conducted by .
the inspection team;
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
