ARTIKEL VvIII -
GENNEMGANG AF TRAKTATEN

1. Medmindre et flertal af deltagerstaterne

(f) The Director-General shall notify all States
Parties and the Depositary of any decision
under this paragraph; ’

(g) Changes approved under this procedure
shall enter into force for all States Parties
180 days after the date of notification by the

- Director-General of their approval unless
another time period is recommended by the
Executive Council or decided by the Confer-
ence. :

ARTICLE VIII
REVIEW OF THE TREATY

1. Unless otherwise decided by a majority of
the States Parties, ten years after the entry into
force of this Treaty a Conference of the States
Parties shall be held to review the operation and
effectiveness of this Treaty, with a view to as-
suring itself that the objectives and purposes in
the Preamble and the provisions of the Treaty are
being realized. Such review shall take into ac-
count any new scientific and technological de-
velopments relevant to this Treaty. On the basis
of arequest by any State Party, the Review Con-
ference shall consider the possibility of permit-
ting the conduct of underground nuclear explo-
sions for peaceful purposes. If the Review Con-
ference decides by consensus that such nuclear
explosions may be permitted, it shall commence
work without delay, with a view to recommend-
ing to States Parties an appropriate amendment
to this Treaty that shall preclude any military
benefits of such nuclear explosions. Any such
proposed amendment shall be communicated to
the Director-General by any State Party and
shall be dealt with in accordance with the pro-
visions of Article VII.
