32 Enhver deltagerstat skal udpege sine ind-
rejsesteder og skal give de nedvendige oplysnin-
ger til Det Tekniske Sekretariat senest 30 dage
efter, at denne Traktat treeder i kraft for den pa-
geldende deltagerstats vedkommende.

Foranstaltninger vedrorende anvendelse af
ikke-ordincere fly

35. I tilfelde af at det ikke vil vare muligt at
na frem til indrejsestedet i tide ved anvendelse af
ordinzre rutefly, vil et inspektionshold kunne
anvende ikke-ordinzre fly. Senest 30 dage efter,
at denne Traktat treeder i kraft for den pageelden-
de deltagerstats veqummende, skal enhver del-
tagerstat meddele Det Tekniske Sekretariat
nummeret pa den permanente dlplomatlskc lan-
dingstilladelse for ikke-ordinzre fly, som trans-
porterer inspektionshold og nedvendigt inspek-
tionsudstyr. Ruterne, der- anvendes af flyene,
skal folge etablerede internationale flyruter, som

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Points of Entry

. 32. Each State Party shall designate its points
of entry and shall supply the required informa-
tion to the Technical Secretariat no later than 30
days after this Treaty enters into force for it.
These points of entry shall be such that the in-
spection team can reach any inspection area
from at least one point of entry within 24 hours.
Locations of points of entry shall be provided to
all States Parties by the Technical Secretariat.
Points of entry may also serve as points of exit.

33. Each State Party may change its points of
entry by giving notice of such change to the

‘Technical Secretariat. Changes shall become ef-

fective 30 days after the Technical Secretariat
receives such notification, to allow approprlate
notlﬂcatlon to all States Pames

34. If the Technical Secretariat considers that
there are insufficient points of entry for the time-
ly conduct of inspections or that changes to the

points of entry proposed by a State Party would -

hamper such timely conduct of inspections, it
shall enter into consultations with the State Party
concerned to resolve the problem.

~Arrangements for Use of
" Non-Scheduled Aircraft

35. Where timely travel to the point of entry is
not feasible using scheduled commercial flights,
an inspection team may utilize non-scheduled
aircraft. No later than 30 days after this Treaty
enters into force for it, each State Party shall in-
form the Technical Secretariat of the standing
diplomatic clearance number for non-scheduled
aircraft transporting an inspection team and
equipment necessary for inspection. Aircraft
routings shall be along established international
airways that are agreed upon between the State
Party and the Technical Secretariat as the basis
for such dlplomatlc clearance.
