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51. Den inspicerede deltagerstat skal, uden at
dette pavirker ‘den i paragraf 54 specificerede

tidsfrist, have ret til pa indrejsestedet og i naer-

verelse af medlemmer af inspektionsholdet at
kontrollere, at udstyret er blevet godkendt og be-
kreftet i overensstemmelse med paragraf 38.
‘Den inspicerede deltagerstat kan udelukke ud-
styr, der ikke er i overensstemmelse med inspek-
tions-mandatet, eller som ikke er blevet god-
kendt og bekreftet i overensstemmelse med pa-
ragraf 38.

52. Straks ved ankomsten til indrejsestedet, og
uden at dette pavirker den i paragraf 54 specifi-
cerede tidsfrist, skal lederen af inspektionshol-
det over for representanten for den inspicerede
deltagerstat fremvise inspektionsmandatet og en
af inspektionsholdet udarbejdet forste inspekti-
onsplan, som specificerer de aktiviteter, som det
skal udfere. Inspektionsholdet skal orienteres af
repraesentanter for den inspicerede deltagerstat
ved hjelp af kort og anden dokumentation efter
behov. Orienteringen skal omfatte relevante
serpreg ved det naturlige terreen, sikkerheds- og
for-trolighedsspergsmal og logistiske arrange-
menter vedrerende inspek-tionen. Den inspice-
rede deltagerstat kan angive steder inden for in-
spektionsomradet, som efter dens opfattelse ikke
har nogen sammenhang med inspektionens for-
mal. :

53. Efter orienteringen forud for inspektionen

skal inspektionsholdet efter behov zndre den -

forste inspektionsplan under hensyntagen til den
inspicerede deltagerstats bemarkninger. Den
@ndrede inspektionsplan skal stilles til radighed
for reprasentanten for den inspicerede deltager-
stat.

54. Den inspicerede deltagerstat skal gere alt,
hvad der star i dens magt, for at yde bistand til og
for at sikre en sikker overfersel af inspektions-
holdet, det godkendte udstyr specificeret i para-
graf 50 og 51 og bagagen fra indrejsestedet til in-
spektionsomradet senest 36 timer efter ankom-
sten til indrejsestedet, safremt intet andet tids-
punkt er blevet aftalt inden for den i paragraf 57
specificerede tidsramme.

51. The inspected State Party shall have the
right, without prejudice to the time-frame spec-
ified in paragraph 54, to check in the presence of
inspection team members at the point of entry

" that the equipment has been approved and certi-

fied in accordance with paragraph 38. The in-
spected State Party may exclude equipment that
is not in conformity with the inspection mandate
or that has not been approved and certified in ac-
cordance w1th paragraph 38.

52. Immediately upon arrival at the point of
entry and without prejudice to the time-frame
specified in paragraph 54, the head of the inspec-
tion team shall present to the representative of
the inspected State Party the inspection mandate
and an initial inspection plan prepared by the in-

-spection team specifying the activities to be car-

ried out by it. The inspection team shall be
briefed by representatives of the inspected State
Party with the aid of maps and other documen-
tation as appropriate. The briefing shall include
relevant natural terrain features, safety and con-
fidentiality issues, and logistical arrangements
for the inspection. The inspected State Party may
indicate locations within the inspection area that,
in its view, are not related to the purpose of the
inspection.

53. After the pre-inspection briefing, the in-
spection team shall, as appropriate, modify the
initial inspection plan, taking into account any
comments by the inspected State Party. The
modified inspection plan shall be made available
to the representative of the inspected State Party.

54. The inspected State Party shall do every-
thing in its power to provide assistance and to
ensure the safe conduct of the inspection team,
the approved equipment specified in paragraphs -
50 and 51 and baggage from the point of entry to
the inspection area no later than 36 hours after
arrival at the point of entry, if no other timing
has been agreed upon within the time-frame
specified in paragraph 57.

55. To confirm that the area to which the in-
spection team has been transported corresponds
to the inspection area specified in the inspection
