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takes to apply the Guiding Principles for the
Fight against Corruption, adopted by the Com-
mittee of Ministers of the Council of Europe on
6 November 1997. '

3. States which become Parties to international
legal instruments adopted by the Committee of
Ministers of the Council of Europe in pursuance
of the Programme of Action against Corruption
providing for compulsory membership of the
GRECO shall become members of the GRECO
ipso facto in conformity with the provisions con-
tained in these instruments.

4. The Committee of Ministers of the Council
of Europe in its composition restricted to the
States members of the Enlarged Partial Agree-
ment, following consultation of the non-member
States already participating, may invite
non-member States, other than those covered by
paragraph 2 above, to join the GRECO. The
non-member State having received such an invi-
tation, shall notify to the Secretary General its
intention to join the GRECO, accompanied by a
declaration to the effect that it undertakes to ap-
ply the Guiding Principles for the Fight against
Corruption.

Article 5
Participation of the European Community

The European Community may be invited by

the Committee of Ministers to participate in the

work of the GRECO. The modalities of its par-
ticipation shall be determined in the resolution
inviting it to participate.

Article 6
Composition of the GRECO

1. Each member shall appoint a delegation to
the GRECO consisting of not more than two re-
presentatives. One representative shall be ap-
pointed as head of the delegation.

2. The budget of the Enlarged Partial Agree-
ment shall bear the travel and subsistence ex-
penses of one of the representatives of the dele-
gation.

3. The representatives appointed to the
GRECO shall enjoy the privileges and immuni-
ties applicable under Article 2 of the Protocol to
the General Agreement on Privileges and Immu-
nities of the Council of Europe.

3. Stater, der tiltraeder internationale retsakter
vedtaget af Europarddets Ministerkomité i hen-
hold til handlingsplanen mod korruption, som
indeholder bestemmelser om obligatorisk med-
lemsskab af GRECO, bliver automatisk (ipso
facto) medlem af GRECO i overensstemmelse
med bestemmelserne i disse retsakter.

4. Europaradets Ministerkomité, der i sin sam-
mensatning er begranset til stater, som deltager
i den udvidede og partielle aftale, kan efter at
have radfert sig med allerede deltagende ikke-
medlemsstater opfordre ikke-medlemsstater ud
over dem, der er naevnt i stk.

Artikel 5
