Artikel 12

Gennemskuelighed i lokale og regionale

Staterne skal serge for gennemskuelighed i
beslutningstagningen og andre aktiviteter,
der gennemfores af lokale og regionale fi-
skeriforvaltningsorganisationer og arrange-
menter.
Repraesentanter fra andre mellemstatslige
organisationer og reprasentanter fra ikke-

Article 12

Transparency in activities of subregional and
regional fisheries management organizations

1.

and arrangements

States shall provide for transparency in the
decision-making process and other activities
of subregional and regional fisheries man-
agement organizations and arrangements.

Representatives from other intergovernmen-
tal organizations and representatives from
non-governmental organizations concerned
with straddling fish stocks and highly migra-
tory fish stocks shall be afforded the oppor-
tunity to take part in meetings of subregional
and regional fisheries management organi-
zations and arrangements as observers or
otherwise, as appropriate, in accordance
with the procedures of the organization or
arrangement concerned. Such procedures
shall not be unduly restrictive in this respect.
Such  intergovernmental organizations and
non-governmental organizations shall have
timely access to the records and reports of
such organizations and arrangements, sub-
ject to the procedural rules on access to
them.
