been engaged in unauthorized fishing within
an area under the jurisdiction of a coastal
State, the flag State of that vessel, at the re-
quest of the coastal State concerned, shall

immediately and fully investigate the mat-

ter. The flag State shall cooperate with the
coastal State in taking appropriate enforce-

‘ment action in such cases and may authorize

the relevant authorities- of the coastal State
to board-and inspect the vessel on the high
seas. This paragraph is without prejudice to
article 111 of the Convention. =

States Parties which are members of a subre-
gional or regional fisheries management or-

" ganization or participants in a subregional or

regional fisheries management arrangement
may take action in accordance with interna-
tional law, including through recourse to su-
