Lokalt og regionalt samarbejde om Subregwnal and regional cooperation in
handhaevelse enforcement

I et omrade pa det dbne hav, der er omfattet
af'en lokal eller regional fiskeriforvaltnings-
organisation eller et lokalt eller regionalt fi-
skeriforvaltningsarrangement, kan en delta-
gende stat, som et medlem af en sddan orga-
nisation eller deltager i‘et sadant arrange-
ment, gennem sine beherigt - autoriserede
inspektgrer i overensstemmelse med stk. 2
borde og inspicere fiskerfartgjer, der forer
en anden deltagende stats flag, uanset om
sidstnaevnte deltagende stat ogsa er medlem
af organisationen eller deltager i arrange-
mentet, med henblik p4 at sikre overholdelse
af de bevarelses- og forvaltningsforanstalt-
ninger for fzlles fiskebestande og staerkt
vandrende fiskebestande, der er fastsat af
den péageeldende organisation eller det pa-
gzldende arrangement.

Staterne skal gennem lokale eller regionale
fiskeriforvaltningsorganisationer eller ar-
rangementer fastlaegge procedurer for bor-
ding og inspektion i henhold til stk. 1 samt
procedurer til gennemforelse af andre be-
stemimelser i denne artikel. Sadanne proce-
durer skal veere forenelige med denne artikel
og de grundleggende procedurer, der er
fastlagt i artikel 22, og m4 ikke give anled-
ning til forskelsbehandling af ikke-medlem-~
mer af organisationen eller ikke-deltagere i
arrangementet. Bording og inspektion og
eventuelle  andre  derpd  folgende
handhevelsesaktioner skal gennemfores i
overensstemmelse med sddanne procedurer.
Staterne skal i det fornedne omfang infor-
mere om de procedurer der fastlaegges i
henhold til dette stykke.

Inden inspicerende stater traeffer forholds-
regler i henhold til denne artikel, skal de, en-
ten direkte eller gennem den bergrte lokale

. -In any high seas area covered by a subre-

gional or regional fisheries management or-
ganization or arrangement, a State Party
which is a member of such organization or a
participant in such arrangement may,
through its duly authorized inspectors, board
and inspect, in accordance with paragraph 2,
fishing vessels flying the flag of another
State Party to this' Agreement, whether or
not such State Party is also a member of the
organization or a participant in the arrange-
ment, for the purpose of ensuring compli-
ance with conservation and management
measures for straddling fish stocks and high-
ly migratory fish stocks established by that
organization or arrangement.

States shall establish, through'subregional or
regional fisheries management organiza-
tions or arrangements, procedures for board-
“ing and inspection pursuant to paragraph 1,
as well as procedures to implément other
provisions of this article. Such procedures
shall be consistent with ‘this article and the
basic procedures set out in article 22" and
shall not discriminate against non-members
of the organization or non-participants in the
arrangement. Boarding and inspection as
" well as any subsequent enforcement action
shall be conducted in accordance with such
procedures. States shall give due publicity

" to plocedures established pursuant to this
paragraph '

If, within two years of the adoption of this
Agreement, any organization or arrange-
ment ‘has not established such procedures,
boarding and inspection pursuant to' para-
graph 1, as well as any subsequent-enforce-
ment action, shall, pending the establish-

“ment of such procedures, be conducted in
accordance with this article and the basic
procedures set out in article 22.

Prior to taking action under this article, in~
specting States shall, either directly or
through the relevant subregional or regional
