PART VII
REQUIREMENTS OF DEVELOPING
- STATES

Article 24

Recognition of the special requirements of

developing States
States shall give full recognition to the spe-
cial requirements of developing States in re-
lation to conservation and management of
straddling fish stocks and highly migratory
fish stocks and development of fisheries for

- such stocks. To this end, States shall, either

directly or through the United Nations De-
velopment Programme, the Food and Agri-
culture' Organization of the United Nations
and other specialized agencies, the Global
Environment Facility, the Commission on
Sustainable Development and other appro-
priate international and regional organiza-
tions and bodies, provide a551stance to de-

' velopmg States.

In giving effect to the duty to cooperate in
the establishment of conservation and man-
agement measures for straddling fish stocks’
and -highly migratory fish stocks, -States
shall take into account the special require-
ments of developing States, in particular:

a) the vulnerability of developing -States
which are dependent on the exploitation
of living marine resources, including for
meeting the nutritional requirements of

" their populations or parts thereof:

b) the need to avoid adverse impacts on,
and ensure access to fisheries by, sub-
sistence, small-scale and artisanal fish-
ers and women fishworkers, as well as

- indigenous people in developing States,
particularly small island -developing
States; and
