| REVIEW CONFERENCE

Article 36 -
- Review conference

1. Four years after the date of entry into force
of this Agreement, the Secretary-General of
the United Nations shall convene a confer-
ence with a view to assessing the effective-
ness of this Agreément in securing the con-
servation and management of straddling fish
stocks and highly migratory fish stocks. The
Secretary-General shall invite to the confer-
ence all States Parties and those States and
entities which are entitled to become parties
to this-Agreement as well as those 1nterg0v-
ernmental and non-governmental organiza-
tions entitled to participate as observers.

2. - The conference shall review and assess the
adequacy of the provisions of this' Agree-
ment and, if necessary, propose means of
strengthening the substance and methods of
implementation of those provisions in order
better to address any continuing problems in

~ the conservation and management of strad-
dling fish stocks and hlghly m1gratory fish
stocks.
