Artikel 38, 39, 47 og 50 finder anvendelse
pé alle endringer til denne aftale.
Andringer til denne aftale treeder i kraft for
de deltagende stater, som ratificerer eller til-
treeder dem, péd den tredivte dag efter depo-
neringen af ratifikations- eller-tiltreedelses-
instrumenterne for to tredjedele af de delta-
gende stater. Derefter treeder @ndringen for
enhver deltagende stat, som ratificerer eller
tiltreeder ‘en @ndring efter deponeringen af
det krazvede antal ratifikations- eller tiltrae-
delsesinstrumenter, i kraft pa den tredivte
dag efter deponeringen af dens ratifikations-
eller tiltreedelsesinstrument.
En ®ndring kan indeholde en bestemmelse
om, at der-il dens ikrafttreedelse kraeves et
mindre eller storre antal ratifikationer eller
tiltreedelser end fastsat i denne artikel.
En stat, som bliver deltager i denne aftale ef-
ter ikrafttraedelsen af endringer i overens-
stemmelse med stk. 5, skal, forudsat at ved-
kommende stat ikke giver udtryk for en an-
den hensigt:
a) betragtes som vaerende deltager i denne
aftale i dens andrede form, og
b) betragtes som deltager i den usndrede
aftale i forhold til enhver .deltagéende
stat, som ikke er bundet af &ndringen.

favourably to the request, the Secre-

tary-General shall convene the conference.
The decision-making procedure applicable
at the amendment conference convened pur-
suant to paragraph 1 shall be the same as that
applicable at the United Nations Conference
on Straddling Fish Stocks and Highly Mi-
gratory Fish Stocks, unless otherwise decid-
ed by the conference. The conference
should make every effort to reach agreement
on any -amendments by way of consensus
and there should be no voting on them until
all efforts at consensus have been exhausted.
Once adopted, amendments to this Agree-
ment shall be open for signature at United
Nations Headquarters by States Parties for
twelve months from the date of adoption,
unless otherwise provided in the amendment
itself.

Articles 38, 39, 47 and 50 apply to all

-amendments to this Agreement.

Amendments to this' Agreement shall enter
into force for the States Parties ratifying or
acceding to them on the thirtieth day follow-
ing the deposit of instruments of ratification
or accession by two thirds of the States Par-
ties. Thereafter, for each State Party ratify-
ing or acceding to an amendment after the
deposit of the required number of such in-

- struments, the amendment shall enter into

force on the thirtieth day following the de-
p031t of its instrument of ratification or ac-
cession.

An amendment may provide that a smaller
or a larger number of ratifications or acces-
sions shall be required for its entry into force
than are required by this article.

A State which becomes a Party to this
Agreement after the entry into force of
amendments in accordance with paragraph 5
shall, failing an expression of a different in-
tention by that State:

~a) be considered as a Party to this Agree-

ment as so amended; and

'b) beconsidered as a Party to the unamend-

ed Agreement in relation to any State
Party not bound by the amendment.
