Article 2
Prmc1ples of data collection, compilation and
.exchange

The following general principles should be
considered in defining the parameters for collec-
tion, compilation and exchange of data from
fishing operations for straddling fish stocks and
highly migratory fish stocks: -

a) States should ensure that data are col-
lected from vessels flying their flag on
fishing activities according to the opera-
tional characteristics of each fishing
method (e.g., each individual tow for
trawl, each set for long-line and
purse-seine, each school fished for
pole-and-line -and each day fished for
troll) and in sufficient detail to facilitate

» effective stock assessment;

- b) - States should ensuré that fishery data are

verified through an ‘appropriate system,

c) States should compile ‘fishery-related
and other supporting scientific data and
provide them in an agreed format and in
a timely manner to the relevant subre-

- .gional or regional fisheries management
organization or arrangement where one
exists. Otherwise, States should cooper-

“ate to exchange data either directly or

- through such other cooperative mecha-
nisms as may be agreed among them; .

d) States should agree, within the frame-
work of subregional or regional fisheries
management organizations or arrange-
ments, or otherwise, on the specification
of data and the format in which they are

“to be provided, in accordance with this
Annex and taking into account the na-
- ture of the stocks and the fisheries for
those stocks in the region: Such organi-
-zations or arrangements should request
non-members or mnon-participants to
provide data concerning relevant fishing
~activities by vessels flying their flag;
