af fangst- og fiskeriindsatsdata:

a) fartgjernes identifikation, flagstat og re-
gistreringshavn

b) fartejstype

c) fartgjsspecifikationer (f.eks. konstrukti-
onsmateriale, byggedato, registerleng-
de, bruttoregistertonnage, hovedmaski-
nernes effekt, lastekapacitet og fangst-
bevaringsmetoder), og

d) beskrivelse af fiskeredskaber (f.eks. ty-
per, redskabsspecifikationer-og mang-
de).

2. TFlagstaten skal indsamle folgende oplysnin-

Artikel 5
Rapportering

¢) other relevant research, including sur-
veys of abundance, biomass surveys,
hydro-acoustic surveys, research on en-
vironmental factors affecting stock
abundance, and oceanographic and eco-
logical studies.

Article 4
Vessel data and information

1. States should collect the following types of
‘vessel-related data for standardizing fleet
composition and vessel fishing power and

- for converting between different measures
of effort in the analysis of catch and effort
data: :

a) vessel identification, flag and port of
registry;

b) vessel type;

c) vessel specifications (e.g., material of
construction, date. built, registered
length, gross registered tonnage, power
of main engines, hold capacity and catch

- storage methods); and

d) fishing gear description (e.g., types, gear
specifications and quantity).

2. The flag State will collect the following in-
formation:
a) navigation and position fixing aids;

b) communication equipment and interna-
tional radio call sign; and
c) crew size.

Article 5
“Reporting v

A State shall ensure that vessels flying its flag
send to its national fisheries administration and,
where agreed, to the relevant subregional or re-
gional fisheries management organization or ar-
rangement, logbook data on catch and effort, in-
cluding data on fishing operations on the high
seas, at sufficiently frequent intervals to meet
national requirements and regional and interna-
tional obligations. Such data shall be transmit-
