Any other dispute between two or more
States Parties relating to the interpretation or
application of this Statute which is not set-
tled through negotiations within three
months of their.commencement shall be re-
ferred to the Assembly of States Parties. The
Assembly may itself seek to settle the dis-
pute or may make recommendations on fur-
ther means of settlement of the dispute, in-
cluding referral to the International Court of
Justice in conformlty with the Statute of that
Court.

Article 120
Reservations

No reservations may be made to this Statute.

Article 121
_ Amendments
After the expiry of seven years from the en-
try into force of this Statute, any State Party
may propose amendments thereto. The text
of any proposed amendment shall be sub-
mitted to the Secretary-General of the Unit-

ed Nations, who shall promptly circulate it

to all States Parties.

No sooner than three months from the date
of notification, the Assembly of States Par-
ties, at its-next meeting, shall, by a majority
of those present and voting, decide whether
to take up the proposal. The Assembly may
deal with the proposal directly or convene a
Review Conference if the issue involved so
warrants.

The adoption of an amendment at a meeting
of the Assembly of States Parties or at a Re-
view Conference on which consensus can-

not be reached shall require a two-thirds ma-

jority of States Parties.

Except as provided in paragraph 5, an
amendment shall enter into force for -all
States Parties one year after instruments of
ratification or acceptance have been deposit-
ed with the Secretary-General of the United
Nations by seven-eighths of them.

Any amendment to articles 5, 6, 7 and 8 of
this Statute shall enter into force for those
States Parties which have accepted the
amendment one year after the deposit of
