Proceedings on an admission of guilt -

Where the accused makes an admission of -

guilt pursuant to article 64, paragraph 8 (a),

the Trial Chamber shall determine whether:

(a) The accused understands the nature and
consequences of the admission of guilt;

(b) The admission is voluntarily made by
the accused after sufficient consultation
with defence counsel; and

(c) The admission of guilt is supported by
the facts of the case that are contained
in:

(1) The charges brought by the Pros-
‘ecutor ‘and admitted by the ac-
cused;

(i) Any materials presented by the

- Prosecutor which supplement the

- charges and which the accused ac-
cepts; and

(iii) Any other eviderice, such as the
testimony of witnesses, presented
by the Prosecutor or the accused.

Where the Trial Chamber is satisfied that the
matters referred to in paragraph 1 are estab-
lished, it shall consider the admission of
guilt, together with any additional evidence
presented, as establishing all the essential
facts that are required to prove the crime to
which the admission of guilt relates, and
may convict the accused of that crime.
Where the Trial Chamber is not satisfied
that the matters referred to in paragraph 1
are established, it shall consider the admis-
sion of guilt as not having been made, in
which case it shall order that the trial be con-
tinued under the ordinary trial procedures
provided by this Statute and may remit the
case to another Trial Chamber. ,
Where the Trial Chamber is of the opinion
that a more complete presentation of the

-facts of the case is required in the interests of

justice, in particular the interests of the vic-

tims, the Trial Chamber may:

(a) Request the Prosecutor to present addi-
tional evidence, including the testimony
of witnesses; or

(b) Order that the trial be continued under

- the ordinary trial procedures provided
by this Statute, in which case it shall
consider the admission of guilt as not
