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State Parties may not refuse a request for mu-
tual legal assistance on the ground of bank secre-
cy.

The requesting Party shall not transmit nor use
information or evidence furnished by the re-
quested Party for investigations, prosecutions or
proceedings other than those stated in the request
without the prior consent of the requested Party.

Each State Party may give consideration to es-
tablishing mechanisms to share with other States
Parties information or evidence needed to estab-
lish criminal, civil or administrative liability
pursuant to article 5.

States Parties shall carry out their obligations
under paragraph 1 and 2 in conformity with any
treaties or arrangements on mutual legal assist-
ance or information exchange that may exist be-

tween them. In the absence of such treaties or ar-

rangements, States Parties shall afford one an-
other assistance in accordance with their domes-
tic law.

Article 13

None of the offences set forth in article 2 shall
be regarded, for the purposes of extradition or
mutual legal assistance, as a fiscal offence. Ac-
cordingly, States Parties may not refuse a request

for extradition or for mutual legal assistance on:

the sol ground that it concerns a fiscal offence.

Article 14

None of the offences set forth in article 2 shall
be regarded for the purposes of extradition or
mutual legal assistance as a political offence or
as an offence connected with a political offence
or as an offence inspired by political motives.
Accordingly, a request for extradition or for mu-
tual legal assistance based on such an offence
may not be refused on the sole ground that it
concerns a political offence or an offence con-
nected with a political offence or an offence in-
spired by political motives.

Article 15

Nothing in this Convention shall be interpret-
ed as imposing an obligation to extradite or to af-
ford mutual legal assistance, if the requested
State Party has substantial grounds for believing
that the request for extradition for offences set

De kontraherende stater kan ikke afvise en an-
modning om retshjalp med henvisning til bank-
hemmeligheden.

Den anmodende stat mé ikke uden forudgéen-
de samtykke fra den anmodede stat videregive
eller anvende oplysninger eller beviser, der er le-
veret af den anmodede stat, til anden efterforsk-
ning eller retsforfolgning end den i retsanmod-
ningen anforte.

Enhver kontraherende stat kan overveje at ind-
g4 pé ordninger med andre kontraherende stater
med henblik pa at dele oplysninger eller beviser,
som er ngdvendige for at paleegge strafferetligt,
civilretligt eller administrativt ansvar ifglge arti-
kel 5.

De kontraherende stater skal opfylde deres
forpligtelser i medfer af stk. 1 og 2 i overens-
stemmelse med de traktater eller andre aftaler
om retshjelp eller udveksling af oplysninger, de
maétte have indgaet indbyrdes. I mangel af sédan-
ne traktater eller aftaler skal de kontraherende
stater yde hinanden bistand i overensstemmelse
med deres nationale lovgivning.

Artikel 13

For s& vidt angér udlevering eller retshjaelp
skal ingen af de i artikel 2 navnte forbrydelser
anses for en fiskal lovovertreedelse. En anmod-
ning om udlevering eller retshjeelp kan derfor
ikke afvises alene med den begrundelse, at den
angér en fiskal lovovertraedelse.

Artikel 14

For si vidt angér udlevering eller retshjeelp
skal ingen af de i artikel 2 navnte forbrydelser
anses for en politisk forbrydelse eller for en for-
brydelse, der har forbindelse med en politisk for-
brydelse, eller for en forbrydelse, der udspringer
af politiske motiver. En anmodning om udleve-
ring eller retshjeelp pé grundlag af en sddan for-
brydelse kan derfor ikke afvises alene med den
begrundelse, at den angér en politisk forbrydelse
eller en forbrydelse, der har forbindelse med en
politisk forbrydelse, eller en forbrydelse, der ud-
springer af politiske motiver. .

Artikel 15

Intet i denne konvention skal fortolkes som
forpligtende til udlevering eller retshjalp, hvis
den stat, over for hvilken en anmodning er frem-
sat, har veegtige grunde til at antage, at anmod-
ningen om udlevering for en i artikel 2 navnt
