Reflecting the concern of the international com-
munity about the devastating worldwide health,

Seriously concernea’ about the increase in the
worldwide consumption and production of ciga-
rettes and other tobacco products, particularly in
developing countries, as well as about the bur-
den this places on families, on the poor, and on
national health systems,

Recognizing that scientific evidence has une-
quivocally established that tobacco consumption
and exposure to tobacco smoke cause death, dis-
ease and disability, and that there is a time lag
between the exposure to smoking and the other
uses of tobacco products and the onset of tobac-
co-related diseases, :

Recognizing also that cigarettes and some other
products containing tobacco are highly engi-
neered so as to create and maintain dependence,
and that many of the compounds they contain
and the smoke they produce are pharmacologi-
cally active, toxic, mutagenic and carcinogenic,
and that tobacco dependence is separately classi-
fied as a disorder in major 1nternat10nal classifi-
cations of diseases,

Acknowledging that there is clear scientific evi-
dence that prenatal exposure to tobacco smoke
causes adverse health and developmental condi-
tions for children,
